Wood-Pnl- p Schedule Flxed-- A De-

WASHINGTON, June 18. The Senate,
after some routine morning business, to-

day, entered on the twelfth week of tho
tariff debate. The temperature was
sweltering when the
called the upper house of Congress to
order, at 10 o'clock, the mercury stand-
ing at 81 In the chamber.

At the request of Mr. Piatt the two
paragraphs, 208 and 209, of the silk sched-
ule, passed over Saturday, were again
passed over and Schedule M,
" Pulp, papers and books," was taken up.
Mr. Fry (Rep., Me.,) offered a protest
against the first paragraph of the sched-
ule placing a duty of 10 per cent, on me-
chanically ground wood pulp and chemi-
cal wood pulp, bleached or ground. Heproposed an amendment to substituteequivalent specific rates, 12.60 per ton on
wood pulp Mechanically ground, chemi-
cal wood pulp, unbleahed. 15 per ton,
and bleached, 16 50 per ton.

In connection with this paragraph,
Mr. Vest arose to deny what he called"a vicious and outrageous attack" madesome time ngo by a certain Easternnewspaper on Mr. Jones and himself,charging that In reducing the duty upon
wood pulp they had been Influenced byprominent Democratic leaders, one of
whom had been a member of the Cab-lne- t(

Mr. Whitney), who were repre-
sented as having Invested extensively
In Canadian wod-pupl- p mills.

Mr. Fry's amenament was rejected 20
to 28.

The rate on sheathing paper and roof-
ing felt waa fixed nt lu per cent.; on
printing paper, unsized, sized, suitable
for books and newspapers, at IB per cent,
(an increase from tho House rate on un-
sized paper from 12 to 15 per cent); on
copying paper, filtering paper, tissue pa-
per, Bensltlzed paper, &c. 30 per cent, (an
increase of 5 per cent, from the House
rate); parchment papers, cardboards,
photograph and autograph albums, whol-
ly or partly manufactured, 30 per cent.;
lithographic prints, 27 per cent.; Iltho- -
grapnic labels, to per cent. (House rate
2 per cent.); paper envelopes, 20 per
cent.; paper hangings, 20 per cent.; blank
books, 20 per cent.; books, including
pamphlets and engravings, photographs,
etchings, 25 per cent.;' playing cards, 10
cents per pack and 50 per cent, ad

.maniifacturea-o- t paper not
provided for, 20 per cent.

This completed the pulp and paper
paragraph, and the Senate Immediately
proceeded with schedule N "Sundries."
The following rates were fixed without
debate : Hair, pencils and feather
dusters, 30 per cent.; brooms, 20 per
cent.; button forms, 10 per cent.; agate
buttons, 25 per cent.; pearl and shell
buttons, one cent per line and 15 per
cent.; Ivory buttons, glass, bone and
horn, 35 per cent.; shoe buttons, 25 per
cent.

It was not until coal was reached that
opposition was developed. The House
bill placed coal on the free list. The
Finance. Committee amendment placed
a duty of 40 cents per ton on bituminous
coal and shale, 15 cents on slack and
culm, and 15 per cent ad valorem on
coke.

As son as the clerk had read this par-
agraph, Mr. Hill and Mr. Peffer lumped
to their feet.

She has
the papers of divorce from Bothe and
will produce In a day or two her mar-
riage certificate with Hoffman. She Is
said to be highly accomplished. Mr.
Lathrop stated that bigamy proceedings
would shortly be Instituted against Hoff-
man In Boston. He said Hoffman was a
regular Jekyll and Hyde of matrimony.

William Alfers Had Eeen Married
Only Thirty-si- x Houra

His Young Wife Awoke and Found
Him Bleeding Beside Her.

Ho Was Despondent Because She
Refused Htm Money.

William Alfers, twenty-fiv- e years old,
whD has been married only thlrty-sl- x

hours, and who lives at 1773 First avenue,
attempted suicide by cutting his throat
with a caseknlfe early this morning.

Alfers has been employed as driver
for Lord & Taylor for the past twelve
years. Several years ago he met Geor-
gia Sweeney, of Brooklyn. He beenme
attentive to her, and a few months ago
their engagement was announced.

Miss Sweeney Is an orphan, Just past
seventeen, and her uncle was her guar-
dian. She Inherited some money from
her father, but, being under age, the
legacy was put In trust, and she was
allowed to draw only what was neces-
sary for her support.

Alfers pressed the girl to marry him,
and she persuaded her uncle to let her
have enough money to furnish a flat.
The top flat In the Linden apartment-hous- e

at 1773 First avenue was accord-
ingly furnished and the couple were mar-
ried last Saturday night.

Alfers had been addicted to drink, but
Miss Sweeney condoned the habit, think-
ing that after marriage she could reform
him. Yesterday morning Alfers asked
his wife to draw some more money from
her uncle. She told him she could not
and a quarrel ensued. In his anger Al-
fers said: "I am sorry I married."

In the day he became morose
and despondent. The couple retired at
9 o'clock last evening. At 6 30 o'clock
this morning the young bride called to
her husband to get up. She received no
response, and, looking closely at him,
saw blood on his face. He had drawn
the bed clothes about his chin.

Handkerchief Marked "Ed Landau"

Found Among Her Effects.

It Is the Only CIuo the Coroner Has
to Her Identity.

At the Morgue is the body of a girl
whose death occurred under such cir-
cumstances as to give rise to the belief
that she was poisoned.

The girl, whose Identity had not been
established up to noon had taken
a room at 323 East Fifty-thir- d street
last Friday. The next day she died ap-

parently In great agony and without
having left any clue as to her .Identity
beyond a handkerchief, which In one
corner bore the written name, "Ed
Landau,"

The other effects of the girl consisted
of a red skirt, blue Jersey, a calico wrap-
per and a pocketbook containing II
cents.

Mrs. Barbara Prutza, In whose flat on
the ground floor of 323 East Fifty-thir- d

utreet the girl died, told an "Evening
World" reporter this morning that she
hadn't the remotest Idea who the girl
was.

"She came to my house," said Mrs.
Prutza, "between 4 and S o'clock last
Friday afternoon. She told me that she
had lost her position, and asked me to
give her board nnd lodging fcr a week.
By that time, she said, she hoped to se-

cure another Job. She paid me 15 In ad-
vance.

"At flrst the girl seemed quite cheer-
ful and helped me wash my dishes. She
was very pale, however, her face being
ot a chalky whiteness.

"She retired that night nt 3 o'clock.
Next morning at about 8.30 she called
me. She said: 'Grandma, give me a
glass of water.'

"I mixed a little sugar In the water for
her. She then asked for milk. The more
of this I gave her the more she wanted,

"At about noon time she began com-
plaining of pains In her limbs. I thought
at flrst that she was feigning an Illness,
but then 1 noticed her nkln was begin-
ning to turn brown, until slio looked like
a mulatto. Her linger nails had also be-
come itilte black

"I then became alarmed and told her
I would send for a doctor.

" 'No; don't send for n doctor,' she
fairly shrieked. 'I have tnken pills thnt
a doctor gne me. They will do all
right.'

Notwithstanding this entreaty, con-
tinued Mrs Prutza, "I sent my
