One Chinese Woman and m Few
Will to Men Among the Guests.

Six hundred Chinese, who may or may
not he losing their Inclination to follow
"ways that aro dark," under the soften-
ing influence of Christianity as tausht
them by pretty American women ln Sun-
day schools, sailed away from Jewell's
Wharf, Urooklyn, at 9.30 o'clock this
morning, on the steamer Grand Republic,
bound for Cold Spring Harbor.

Besides the Celestials there were 800

white people on board. Of these 750 were
women and the remainder men, who,
with few exceptions, wore pale blue neck-
ties and looked henpecked.

The occasion for this rather curious
mingling of nationalities was the annual
picnic which all the gojd and some of
the bad, Chinese of New York and Ilrook-- I
lyn give to their pretty Sunday-scho-

teachers and their friends.
, Last year, owing to the denunciation
which tho teaching of Mongolians by
young white girls received from the

' press and pulpit, there was no picnic, but
the one y will In point of num-
bers more than make up for John's dis-
appointment at losing his fun last year.

The New York contingent went on
board the Grand Itepubllc from the foot
of West Twenty-secon- d street about
8.30 o'clock, but It was at Jewell's
Wharf, Urooklyn, that John was to be
seen In all hla clorv.

Miss Sweezy,
in marshalling the big crowd and get-
ting the Mongolians safely on board the
ateamer.

Foot, and Jim Pon, to whom belongs, It
Is said, the glory of having originated
the picnic feature of the Chinese Sunday-schoo- l.

Ther" was only one Chinese woman to
be seen ln the crowd. She was Mrs.
Ouchl San. Mrs. San looked as If she
wasn't quite sure whether or not she
approved ot the whole affair.

There were several white women ln the
crowd who had married Chinamen, and
one rather prettv woman carried a very
pretty baby whose slanting eyes be-
trayed Its Chinese paternity.

There will be no end of fun before tho
Grand rtemibllc gets hack to her wharf.
A baseball game between teams madeup exclusively of Orientals will cross
bats this afternoon, and there will he
kite flying and llreworks which can be
seen In broad daylight.

A bountiful supply of eatables was put

idental expenses, will be met by grateful

publican caucus, which had agreed on
a $500 fee, deserted the two other Repub-
licans and turned In with the Democrats
to keep the fee at $300.

From all pulpits last night the preach-
ers spoke In favor of this restriction,
and Dr. Lawson. of the North Baptist
Church, told of the duplication of names
on the applications. Four lawyers of
high standing were found who had
signed from two to seven applications,
while the law allows a person to sign
but one.

The names of twenty-fou- r women were
found on these applications. The tem-
perance people claim that If n woman
cannot vote she cannot be a "reputable
freeholder" nnd sign saloon applications.

Ther was money due him, he alleges, for
two days' work. Saturday morning he
went to Oansevoort Market to see Mc-

Gulre and collect his back wages.
MrOulre. according to McKervey's

story, denied that he owed him any-
thing, and became greatly enraged. He
attacked McKervey with his fists, rais-
ing several big bunches on his face, and
then drew a knife and stabbed him
twice, once In the forehead and once
through the nose.

McKlrvey was stunned by the rounds
and half-blind- by blood. Ho says he
was unable to defend himself from his
sssallant, and was beaten and kicked al-

most into Insensibility. Although there
were a number of huckster standing
about, some attempted to Interfere and
McGulre only desisted when compelled
to by exhaust'on.

"As soon as I recovered my senses,"
said McKervey, "I wont to the Charles
street station and told the sergeant at
the deck what had occurred. He paid
no nttentlonll to me. McGulre Is a
Tammany man. and has a 'null' with the
police.

McKervey showed two wounds, one on
hli forehead about an Inch long, directly
ohove the noe, and another on the left
side of the nose, close up to the forehead.
They ere clean cut and must have been
made by some Bharp Instrument.

He declarel thnt he would go to Jeffer-
son Market Police Court this afternoon
nnl swear out a warrant for McGulre's
arrest.
