Twenty-fiv- o Break Into an In-ea- no

Man's Boom.

Hind Him In Dnndngcs and Send
Htm to n Ilospltat.

Alfred D. Dudgley, forty years old, a
guest at the St. Clare Houia, 120 Park
How, became Insane this morning, and
twenty other guests and Ave policemen
united In an effort to control him until
he could be taken to a place ot safe-
keeping.

The man Is known to have about 85,000

In tho bank, and Is not engaged In any
business. A month ago he was arrested
and fined 83 In the Tombs Court.
Uadgley claims It was because he had a
fit In Park How. Ever since thon he has
acted strangely.

At 10 o'clock last night he left his room
and going to the hotel ofllce, said to
f'Icrk pctsr Nelson: "Potcr, have those
men arrested or I will have you ar-
rested."

The clerk asked for an explanation.
"Oh, that's not necessary," said Iludg-lc- y.

"You're m with them, and I am
being slowly poisoned." After some fur-
ther talk the man returned to his room.

The clerk had occasion to pass Dudg-
ley 's room nl 4 o'clock tills morning, and
was nstonlthed to find the door open and
Dudgley sitting In the centre of the
rcom with a revolver In its hand.

"Now you Just try to come In here,"
cried the mnn, "and I'll blow th lop uf
your head off."

The chrk run down the stairs rnd
got Policeman Brady. When 'he vollce-ma- n

arrived there were about twenty
people In the hall near lludgley's room,
itrady went Into the room and took
the pistol out of lludgley's hand. In
another minute the two men were rolling
over and over on the floor. The police-
man soon found that he could not over-
come the man. So he left him, and going
Into a room that faces the street blew
his whistle. Four other officers came up,
then they and the guests crowded into
the Inv,ne man's room ind held him un-
til an ambulance arrived from Chambers
Street Hospital. There was no strait-Jack- et

to put on him, so he wos tied
up with about twenty-fiv- e yards of band-
ages and strapped to a stretcher.

LAWYER PLATTS FUNERAL

Tho 'Well-Know- n Counsellor to lie
Hurled Wednesday Jlornlng.

The funeral of Lawyer James N.
Piatt, who died suddenly Saturday
night of heart failure at his residence,
37 West Twenty-firs- t street, will be
held Wednesday morning at Calvary
Church, Twenty-firs- t street and Fourth
avenue.

Mr. Piatt was one of the oldest and
best-know- n members of the New York
Par. He was seventy-eigh- t years old, a
native of Connecticut and a graduate
of Williams College.

Soon after graduation he came to New
York and began studying law In James
W. Gerard's office. Subsequently he be-

came a member of the law firm of Piatt,
Gerard & Huckley. This partnership
became, some years later, by the death
of Mr. Uuckley, the retirement of Mr.
Gerard and the accession of Mr. John
W. Powers, the n Arm of
Piatt & Bowers.

Mr. Piatt confined himself almost ex-
clusively to ofllce practice and seldom
appeared In court. He was a man of
profound legal knowledge, and was con-
sidered an authority on probate, statute
and real-estat- e law. He was not a be-

liever In litigation on general princi-
ples, and whenever consulted made It a
point to attempt bringing the parties
at Issue to a reconciliation. His advice
was frequently sought by great cor-
porations. "

Mr. Piatt was a bachelor. His only
relative In this city Is a sister, Mrs.
Justin A. Bliss, who resides at 301 Madi-
son avenue. lie had a Summer house
In South Haven, L. I.

He was a director In a number of
asylums, Including the Institute for the
Blind, and his name figures among the
list of directors of the Corn Exchange
Bank and Union Trust Company.

He was n member of the Union, Met-
ropolitan, Union League, Downtown and
several out of town clubs.
