Feela Perfectly Restored to Ilia
Vanul Health.

WASHINGTON, June

Cleveland has returned to Washington
very much Improved by his outing on
the salt water. The lighthouse tender
Maple, which has been his home for the
past four days, left Annapolis, nhere
she touched for coal, late yesterday
afternoon and, steaming leisurely around
Point Lookout and Into the Potomac
River, arrived at the wharf about 7.30

o'clock this morning.

Italian Interpreters.

Says that They Conspiro to Rob

Their Countrymen.

He Asks Mayor Schleren to Mako
an Investigation.

Major Schleren. of Brooklyn, y

received a lcttrr from TinUs L. Cor-r-

an Italian lawwr, of 371 Pulton
street, asking for the dismissal of some
of the Itultin lnterpieters In the employ
of tho city lie charges that thnre Inter-
preters conspire nlth ollce Justices to
fleece tliclt countrymen.

Lawyer Corrao also touches on the
padrone system.

The charges contained ln the letter will
be Investigated by Mayor Schleren and
may result lti n shake-u- p among the Po-
lice Justices.

It Is a melancholy truth, thc lawyer
states, that a large amour t of the abuse
to which th Ignorant Italian citizens
are Bubjcct ls from their own country-
men. The petit bankers spread nil over
the city, with rare exceptions, nrc so
many reseptacles, he Buys, wherein the
Ignorant but honest and Industrious

, Italian Is lured to leave his money.
I while employment Is found for him at

usurious commissions.
"Such a sybtem has been denominated

the uslitcni," says Mr. Cnrruo.
"The Italian interpretrs are the hands
nnd arms of this ystem. They are
backed up by their ward heelers. They
cause and invite strife and litigation
for the purpose of dividing up the feo
with the lawjer, who, by a preceon- -

, certed ngreement, agrees to pay It,
j "The tnlschlevlous consequences or
' this system must be manifest to Your
Honor, The liberty of thc citizen In
question is practically nt their mercy
for the Police Justices, in many cases,
would not Issue a warrant of arrest If
the Interpreters were not pecuniarily

. Interested ln the arrest, and attended
to their duty."

A complaint to the magistrate, he
states, Is made through (he clerk, who
draws It through the Interpreter, and
who sees to It that It Is so drawn that
the Judge will Issue the warrant.

namely Richard Rendlch, Benjamin

clerk therein.

"What I have to say ln reference to
him I shall bring In proper form nnd
ln due time to the Supreme Court," the
lawyer continues, "but I want to call
your particular attention to the methods
and operations of these men, Clanclmlno
and Martello. Thc formfr, besides hav-
ing been brought up on several charges
of extortion before Judge Goettlng and
being rebuked by JuJro Watson for his
Interference, boasts of having sued peo- -

KEAR6ARGE FLAG RETURNED.

nelleef of the Old Wnrahlp Given
Ilnck to Uncle Snm.

The ensign and compass of the old I

United States frigate Kearsarge were
returned to the United States Govern-
ment to-d- at the Stock Exchange.
The day was particularly apropos for
the event, as It ls Just thirty years ago
that the Kearsarge sunk the Alabama
off Cherbourg, France.

The procession marched In through the
Broad street entrance at 11 o'c'.ock,
headed by Thomas, of the
Exchange: Cant. Hussey, Daniel T. Wor-de- n,

Fred Adems and C W. Maury.
They marched up to the President's
rostrum, and Chairman Mitchell sus-
pended buMness and called the brokers
to order. Thomas Intro-
duced Capt. Hussey, who Is a member
of the Exchange and an old eea captain.
Capt Hussey, In a few patrloilc remarks,
formally presented the relics to the Gov-
ernment on behalf of L. Schepp.

Capt. Ulmer, of the Navy-Yar- d, who
served on the Kearsarge for six years,
accepted them for Uncle Sam, and made '
a brief nddress of thanks. Lieut. Morell
and h quartermaster stood by his side.

L. Schepp then made n short speech,
expressing the pleasure It gave him to
be the means of restoring tho old flag,
to the Government.

The ceremonies, which occupied but
twelve minutes, concluded with the .

singing of "The
ner."

Mr. Sehepp, besides being a member
of the Stock Exchange, Is an Importer
of cocoanuts nnd a ship on ner. He has
a gang of men on the Roncador Keys,
who gather the cocnanutn and turtles
and ship them to this port.

CHOKED AND ROBBED.

O'Brien's Companion Coveted His
Bag of Money.

Policeman Swanton Heard His Cries

and Rescued Him.

Captured tho Thieving Gnrrotcr with
Ills Ilooty.

Patrick II. O'Brien, of S Hague street.
Is conrratulatlng himself y upon
his lucky escape from robbery nnd,
perhaps, death at the hands of a
gairotcr.

Three hundred and forty dollars In
cosh, J180 of which was ln $10 gold
pieces, wns turned oer to Property
Clerk Harriott nt Police Headquarters
this morning. The money was In a
little bag and represented the life sav-
ings of O'Brien It was stolen last
night, but was very fortunately re-

covered shortly afterwards.
At 3 SO this morning Policeman

Richard Swanton, of the Old Slip sta-
tion, while n the vicinity of Front
street and Maiden lane, heard a muf-
fled cry of "Police! Help!"

At the corner of Maiden lane he saw
a man lilng prostrate on the side-
walk, gasping for breath, and anothersneuklng away In the shadows of thebuildings down the street.

Swanton gave chase, running on tip-
toe. The fleeing garroter was uncon-
scious of pursuit until he was sudden-ly overhauled and felt the cold muzzle
of a revolver on his cheekgarroted him and robbed him of all thethe conic-- , where he found the victimHitting up He had partially recoveredhis breath and between gasps Informedthe polloeman that the prisoner had

him and robbed of all themoney he had In the world.
Both men were taken to the Old Slip

station where O llrlen preferredcharges of assault and highway rob-bery.
The prisoner said he was Thos. Crow-l- y,

twenty-si- x jears old, of 4 Jamesblip. On being searched, O'Brien's bag
of money was found In his pocket.

He offered no explanation of how Itcame Into his possession, nnd was
locked up.

O'Brien s throat was badly swollenthis morning, but he had recovered fromhis choking sufficiently to tell the story.
He said that he was employed In the

Street-Cleanin- g Department, nnd be-
cause of the Intemperate habits of hiswife, carled his money around withhim.

At midnight he met Crowley In a
saloon and Invited him to have a drink.In paying for the drink he pulled
out the bar, exhibiting the bundle
of gold nnd bills. The temptation wasevidently too Btrong for Crowley, for
he Muck close to his Intended victim
until a favorable opportunity arrived to
gain possession of the coveted wealth,

O'Brien drnnk often and liberally,
and became so much under the Influence
of liquor that he was glad to accept
Crowley's escort home.

At Maiden lane and Front street there
were deep shadows extending nearly
across the street. There was no one In
sight, and the time and circumstances
were favorable for the contemplated
deed.

Grasping his victim bv the throat,
Crowley threw htm to the sidewalk
with such force as to partially stun him.
He met with no resistance, and ex-
tracted the baj; from O'Brien's pocket.
Not content with this, he placed his
fingers around his almost helpless vic-
tim's thrnnt and began to choke him!
Into Insensibility.

O'Brien, realizing that he was being
strangled, made a desperate effort to
free himself and succeeded, shouting for
help. .

The thieving garroter then took fright
nnd fled. Thanks to the watchfulness of
Patrolman Swanton, however, be waa
captured almost and possi-
ble murder prevented.

Her Husband's Attorney Suggests
' that She Bo Let Go.

The Justice Would Not Consent and
Adjourns the Case.

Mrs Luella Oakes, wife of Francis J,
Oakes, a millionaire chemical manufac-
turer, of 68 Stone street, New York,
was before Justice Gaynor In the Court
of Oyer and Terminer, rooklyn. this
morning on a writ of habeas corpus.

Mrs. Oakes la a woman,
about forty years old. She was neatly
gowned In black silk. The papers In the
case show that In 1891, 189!, and ISM
Oakes had his wife committed to various
Insane asylums, claiming that she was
Insane from the exceslve use of Intoxi-
cants.

The last commitment was signed by
Judge Garretson, of Queens County,
sending her to Dr. D. A. Harrison's prl-at- e

asylum at Breeze Terrace, White-ston- e,

where she has been for more than
a year.

Early ln June, It Is alleged, Dr
Homson visited Oakes and told him that
his wife had entirely recovered and could
be removed at any time.

Lodge Tries Vainly to Restoro cy

Rates on Slatting.
