Instrument of Torture Kept Busy
for Four Tears at Elmira.

Testimony from the Records at tho
Reformatory To-Da- y.

.

(Dr Auocltttd rrtii.)
HLMIRA, June 20. Supt. Drockway sat

writing at his desk In the Reformatory
residence when Commissioners Learned,
Dcyo and Flint came up the hill this
bright morning to resume the hearing
of evidence ngalnst the managers who
refused to discharge Mr. Itrockway on
the ground of evidence brought out by
the previous Commission.

The counsel for the managers, Messrs.
Stanchfleld and Ivlne, were at hand
when at 9 30 o'clock the Commission
signified Its readiness to proceed. There
was a gap, however, in the ranks of
counsel for the prosecution. Frederic
R. Coudcrt had been detnlned In New
York In an Important case, and Judge
Gilbert, aided by Isaac D. White, carried
forward the work of the prosecution.

A quiet little lady In black was the
first witness. Her name Is Julia 8. Hoag.
She has been connected with the State
Hoard of Charities since 1875, and her
duties arc clerical. Her evidence was
that she had been ordered to examine
certain transcripts of Reformatory rec-
ords that had been placed before her dur-
ing the previous Investigation. These
transcripts contained records of punish-
ment In the Institution during the yearo
1SS9 to 1693, Inclusive, and under direction
she complied a quick record of the pun-
ishments of that period. Miss Hook's
evidence was that in these years the
number of beatings had Increased thus:

Mtss Hoag's evidence brought out ns
tho total number of blows inflicted In
these 2.078 paddllngs, 10.497.

The testimony from the record shows
that the number of blows struck ranged
from ono to twenty-fou- r each beating,
tho greater number of punished Inmates
having received twelve blows st one time.
There were In the period named 677 boys
who received twelve blows at each

.
Robert "Harrlgan. an Inmate of the

Reformatory, wns next called from his
work and placed on the stand by the
prosrcutlon. He Is now twentv-on- e

wars Bid. having come here In 1890 nt
tho age of seventeen years. He had
been a newsboy nnd a tinsmith In New
York, nnd pleaded guilty to a charre
of larceny In the second degree. He
swore that he had been paddled sixteen
times.

Harrtgan's first paddling was about
one month after arrival here, and then,
the witness swore, he wns beaten on
his right hip nnd leg with the paddle
by Supt. Rrockwny, and that when he
sought to explain and protest Rrockwny
hit him over the head and neck with the
paddle.

Tho result of these blows, Harrlgnn
swore, was the oozing of blood from the
neck so that he had to dry It with his
handkerchief. His right eye was shut,
nnd the right rheek was swollen. He
was struck on the hend three times nt
most, upon four or five occasions of
punishment.

At the second paddling, witness swore
that he was hit on tho head by Rrock-wa- y

with the paddle, nnd when ho re-
fused to keep up his hands after ten
blows Rrocknny, the witness stated,
kicked him In the right groin so severe-
ly that he fell to the floor nnd fainted.
He wns then thrown In a rell and con-
fined n half-ho- nnd then. In the words
of the witness, he was "chased out to
me work."

Witness Is now In the "upper first
grnde." nnd may. If not reduced, he
eligible to discharge In July next. His
task Is that of tvlng umbrella covers
upon tho ribs nnd fastening the snme
nt the top, nnd this he must do upon
four nnd n half dozen umbrellas dally,
working eight hours per day.
