EIGHTY MEN STRIKE.

Non-Uni- on Hands Wero Employed
on tho Appraiser's Storehouse.

Forty Bricklayers and Forty Labor-

ers Quit Work at Once.

Contractor Giblln Says He Can Get
All tho Help He Needs.

Eighty bricklayers and laborers are
on strike at the new Appraiser's store-
house, which occupies the whole block
bounded by Barrow, Christopher,
Greenwich and Washington streets.

The strike was declared yesterday
morning by Walking Delegate

of the Laborers' Union Pro-
tective Society, because four non-unio- n

laborers had been employed.
The contract for the building was

given by the United States Government
to Michael Giblln, of 161 Christopher
street. The Lee Fireproof Construction
Company, of St. Louis, which has an
office In this city In the Metropolitan
Building, Twerty-thlr- d street and Madi-
son avenue, has the

"We have nothing against these sub-
contractors," said Delegate, Connaugh-to- n

to an "Evening World" reporter
this morning.

"They have acted very fairly towards
the men. But Mr. Qlblln Is continually
Interfering, and he Is really the one
who employs all the men. At least,
nobody Is put to work until Mr. Qlblln
has first passed on him.

"yesterday two of the non-unio- n men
came out and tried to get up an argu-
ment with the strikers, I suppose the
object was to get the latter into a
quarrel In order to cause their arrest.
But the strikers are very quiet, peace-
able men, and the scheme would not
work."

Connaughton says that he believes
Glblln's contract calls for tbe employ-
ment only of union men. Mr. Giblln,
as well as Mr. Lee, of the

firm, ridicules this assertion.
Of the Btrlkers forty are bricklayers

and forty are laborers.
Mr. Giblln says he will have no troublegetting men to fill the places of the

strikers.
This morning there were eight men nt

work on the building. Connaughton saidthat six union men applied for workyesterday and fifteen They were
told by Mr. Giblln, ho said, that therewas no strike on the building. How-
ever, as soon as these men discovered
that there really was a strike they re-
fused to accept the Job.

THIRTY FIREMEN STRIKE.

Nott York Steam Compnnr Employ-re- s
Object to Extra Work.

Firemen In the employ of the New
York Steam Company went out on
strike this morning, because they were
each ordered to keep three boilers going
Instead ot two, as has formerly been
required.

About thirty men quit work and their
places were shortly afterwards filled by
others. They are obliged to work In
very hot quarters, and the old men do
not believe the green hands oan standthe shift of lght hours.

The old men gathered In n group ntWashington and Cortlandt streets, andremulned there all forenoon. They
had been getting twenty-flv- o cents an
hour for eight hours' work. Tho ma-
jority say they will secure positions on
steamships.

An official of the Bteam Company
said the men had not been asked to
shovel any more coal, but to throw itunder three boilers Instead of two. Ho
said the new men were getting alongvery well.

Police were stationed In front of thebuilding to prevent trouble, but no
demonstration occurred.

PLYMOUTH STICKS FAST.

Effort to Float Hrr nrlth Pontoons
to He Mmlp it.

(Dr AiMflilwl rrem.)
NEWPORT, R. I June 20.-- AI1 efforts

to haul the Fall River steamer Plymouth
off the rocks have proved unavailing.
It has now been decided that the only
way to float the steamer safely Is by
means of pontoons, and these have been
ordered from Fall River and ProvlJcnce.

The combined force of three powerful
tiles did not move the steamer percep-
tibly lust night, nnd the wreckers have
concluded that "The Needles." a lot of

vessel, nnd with pontoons she shouldfljat easily. Three compartments on thesteamer's port slile ore filled nlth nater,

Funeral Servioos at Englowood

The funeral services over the remains
of the late William Walter Phelps were
held In the EnRfewood Presbyterian
Church at Englewood this forenoon.

ROBERT L DARRAGH'S DEATH.

Mnny Metropolitan Structures
Hrected Under Ilia Guidance.

The funeral of Robert L,. Darragh, the
well-know- n contractor nnd builder, who
died at his home In the Chelsea, West
Twenty-thir- d street, yesterday, after a
lingering Illness, will be held
morning In the Westminster Presby-
terian Church, Twenty-thir- d street, be-

tween Seventh and Eighth avenues.
Mr. Darragh had been in falling healthduring the last year nnd a half, andlast April he was stricken with paral-

ysis. The evidence of falling health had
been apparent for some time to mem-
bers or his family, and a suit was re-
cently brought In the Common Pleas
Court to have him adjudged a lunatic
nnd to secure the appointment of a
committee to supervise his personal ac-
tions with respect to the partition of
his estate.

This, It Is understood, was brought by
one of his daughters, In order to pre-
vent the signing awny through proxy
power of personal rights; the assump-
tion being that In his falling condition
of health he might possibly be led to
Indorse nctlons which would Jeopardize
certain Interests to which his rightful
heirs might lay claim.

Mr. Darragh was born In this city In
1823. He learned the bricklaying trade,
but his ambition led him to tho rank
of n master workman. He had been
an active business man In New York
ever since he undertook the work of a
builder, and he had not confined his
operations to this city nlone, but to
construction work In other cities, notn-- 1
bly In 8t. Louis, where In 1SS6 he put
up the Clede Building.

Among the structures reared through
his guidance In this city were the

Oil Company's Building, In lower Ilroad-wa-

Building, the Greenwich Savings Uink
Building, the Liverpool and London nnd(lobe Building; the Lincoln finfel
Deposit Building. Forty-secon- d street,
near the Grand Central station, nnd the
Vanderbllt houses, between Fifty-firs- t
and Fifty-secon- d streets. His firm did
the masonry work In the construction
of the Hotel Waldorf.

Mr. Darragh was nt one time an
Alderman, and was n member of tho
Croton Water Board for Beveral years.
He was also Interested In the Temas
Caltapec Silver Smelting Company In
Mexico and was the Inventor of the
Darragh water filter.
