Significant Question About a Coro-

ner's Inquest at Klmlrn.

(Tlr Associated Treat )

ELMIRA, June 21. The mercury In
Mr. llrockway's thermometer, under an
awning of the Reformatory, marked 82

degrees at 9 30 o'clock this morning,
when tho CommHslon of Investigation
began the daj's hearing.

Chief Clerk Hoppe was recalled to
the wltness-chat- r by Judge Gilbert, of
the prosecution.

"Has there been a Coroner's Inquest
In this Institution In the last twelve
months?" asked Judge Gilbert, with
deliberate emphasis.

Mr. Hoppe thrust his hands deep In
his pockets, straightened his legs delib-
erately and, after what seemed a long
pause, said: "I cannot answer that ques-

tion definitely, but I believe there was
a case ot that kind,"

"Have you any records of such
events?"

"If thero Is any such record It would
doubtless be In the hospital."

Here the matter was dropped for the
present and a list of names was pre-
sented by Judge Gilbert, who asked Mr.
Hoppe to produce the records of these
men. Then another list of men alleged
to have attempted suicide since ItSO was
read.

Mr. Hoppe was asked to produce their
records; also a list of the men sent
to Insane asylums since 1886

Leopold Cohn, from New York, for
forgery, testified he had been paroled
Keb. 6 1880, nnd returned to the Institu-
tion the following July for violation of
parole; remained eleven months, nnd
was then transferred to Auburn Prison,
the principal charge against him being
the violation of his parole.

He remained at Auburn twenty-nin- e

months, nnd was returnee! April 2, 1892
He was put to work In the offlce, nnd
rose to chief clerk. He was, while In this
position, charged with falslllcatlon of
tho books In not entering charges
against certain Inmates, and was re-
duced to third grade He asked the
Hoard of Managers for a court-martia- l,

but this was not granted, and he was
put to work In the box factory. Cohn
snld he "braced up," nnd was again put
into the first grade. Since then he has
not received anj phj steal treatment,
but has been reduced again to third
grade

On Dec. 13, he testified, he was placed
It, n rest cure cell, without soap, towels
or water. He declared his task In the
clothing shop wns too hard for him.

CATAIIACTS OF THE EYE.

The fact that the retirement from nc-tl-

service of William K. Gladstone, the
Prime Minister of England, was due In
I art to a calaract In one ot his eyes hns
created Interest In the peculiar disease,
as tho public Interest Is excited In any-
thing affecting a great man. Just now
the people want to know what a cataract
is.

A cataract Is the clouding of the crys-
talline lens of the eye, )ften the result of
senile changes which age Induces. The
crystalline lens, which la placed behind
the pupil. Is as clear as crjstal and col-
orless, offering no Impediment to the ad-
mission of light through the pupil. When
this clear lens becomes milky or waxy it
loses .ts transparency, and finally, with
increasing cloudiness, may become so
thick as not to admit sufficient light Into
the ej s to excite the retina, and hence
tho loss of all useful vision. In cataract
the patient never becomes stone blind.
They can alwajs see day from night, as
-- a.T Ixs djne by good eyes when the lids
are closed It Is by no means an uncom-
mon disease. Operations for relief are
very common In Baltimore, and In the
majority of cases cures have been ef-
fected At one of the Baltimore hospi-
tals In the rust sixteen years 5,165 cata-
racts have received treatment.

The cure Is In the surgeon's knife. The
operation consists of opening the eyeball
by li.clslon around the clear part of the
eje to the extent of nearly one-ha- lf of
the periphery. The bag which holds the
cataract Is then punctured through the
pt.pll, and by pressure the cataract Is
maele to glide smoothly through the
opening made In the eyeball. The cata-
ract Is recessarlly behind the colored
part of the eye It Is very much like
splitting the skin of a cherrj' to get out
tn.' seed which lies In the centre, for the
cataract Is In the centre of the ej eball.
When the cataract escapes the pupil re-
sumes Its black color, light enters tire
ay eball ns the obstruction Is taken awaj-- ,

and good sight comes back as soon as
the wounds made lu the eye heal. The
results are often so perfect that no visi-
ble trace Is left of what has been done
to restore sight, ns the wounds leave Ut-

ile or no scar. Some very-curio- cases of
restored sight by unusual means are on
record, such as the accidental result of a
severe blow on the head replacing the
lens and restoring the sight without an
operation A blind man feeling about In
the dark falls down a flight of steps, and
gets up seeing with a clear vision.

The operation Itself Is very old, as we
are told that Cyrus, King of Persia, was
operated upon with restored sight by nn
eye surgeon from Thebes 2,500 jears ago.
This is told by Prof. Ebers, the re-
nowned Egyptologist, In his charming
storj'. "A Princess of Egjpt." Ex-

A lady patient once
complained to me that her husband was
rapidly drifting Into a confirmed drunk-
ard. I asked her If he ever smoked at
home, and she said she had never al-
lowed him to do so. I suggested that
she find out his favorite brand of cigars,
buy a box of them from time to time, al-
ways keep cigar-case- s well filled In the
rooms he chiefly frequented. After a
good deal of persuasion she consented
to try the experiment. To her surprise
he almost at once commenced spending
his evenings at home, and although the
smoke annoyed her terribly, she soon
got used to It, and never explained the
trick to her husband until he quit drink-
ing almost entirely and had lost all de-
sire to go on periodical sprees."
