A DREAMLAND ALARM

In Answering It Fireman Harris
Fell Down tho Pole Hole,

Somnambulistic Feat Which Ended

in a Fracturod Skull.

It Is Thought lloTrlcd to Slide Down
the l'olo While Asleep.

Oeorge T, V. Harris, n llrt'intin
to r.nglne Company N". 8, In

Hast Klfty-Ilr- street, fell through the
pole hole tit the englne-houv- c at Mj
o'clock this morning and nustnlncil u
fructura of the skull,

'ht nccldent was unaccountable, ex-
cept tipon ttc theory of somnambullBin.
Harris Is twenty-eigh- t years old, steady
and ln good health. Like many of the
firemen these hot nights, he slept In the
back yard of the station Instead of ln
his bed In the dormitory upstairs.

At about 1.30 this morning an alarm
called the ten firemen and two olllcers
of No. 8 to their posts. Harris, who
Is the driver of the engine, ran In from
the yard and Jumped Into his Beat. As
the fire was not In that district nnd
no supplementary alarms came In, the
horses were unhitched and the men re-
turned to their beds.

Harris went back to his sleeping-plac- e
In tho yard, but must have soon aban-
doned It and climbed the stairs to his
bed. He was not observed, however,
until the watchman at the front of the
house heard the fall of a heavy object
at the rear. He ran back nnd found
Hnrrls lying at the foot of the pole by
which ttic men slide down to the first
floor. The watchman called for help,
and the nhole force, thinking It a still
alarm, ran down,

Harris was unconscious and bleeding
from a cut In the back of tho head. In-
effectual efforts were made to get a
neighboring doctor, and a Flower Hos-
pital ambulance was then summoned.
The young surgeon said that Harris's
skull was fractured nt the base. The In-

jured man una taken to the hospital.
Assistant Foremnn Jones, of No. 8,

told an "livening World" reporter that
he thought Harris must have been
dreaming. Firemen's sleep Is so broken
up, and they ore routed with such sud-
denness to violent activity from the
deepest slumber, that they nre subject
to mental freaks ln their sleep. Jones
said that he had often awakened to
find himself In Ills boots and trousers
rushing to his post when there was no
alarm whatever.

j Harris evidently lay down upon his
bed, as It was found disturbed, and
probably dreamed of an alarm, nnd,
trying to answer It, fell through the
hole. He was partly dressed when
found.

The report at the hospital Is that he
Is seriously but not fatally Injured.

He Is a single man, and lives with his
mother and sisters at 133 Cast Fiftieth
atreet.

MET A HORRIBLE DEATH.

The Fate of Cook Colgate, of the
Cnrlln I'arty, Is Settled,

MISSOULA, Mon.. June 22. The expe-- I
dltlon whieh left Missoula May 21 tn
search of the body of George Colgate,
the cook of the Carltn party, abandoned
by thnt party last Fall ln the Big Clear-
water country, one of the wildest for-
ests ln the Northwest, has Just returned.

Tne body of Colgate was not found,
but sufficient evidence wis discovered
to Justify the conclusion that he died a
horrible death.

The Indications were that the
body nas washed down stream about
half a mile from where the unfortunate
man was abandoned, and was caught In
the eddy.
