NO EPICURES ATTHE ASYLUM.

''
An Alleged Insane Inmato Givoa

a Ready Answer.

Ho Surprises the Court by Storing
nt the Sun.

James Seton Dawson, n white-haire-

old man, amused a large number of per-

sons In the City Court, llrooklyn, this
morning, with his ready nnsweis to the
questions of several lawyers who were
trying to demonstrate to Justice Clem-

ent nnd a Jury that he wns Insane.
Mr. Dawson Is now nu Inmate of the

Insane Asjlum,
The proceedings came up on the appli-

cation of his wife, Mrs. Amelia Daw-
son, who asks that a committee to take
care of her husband's property be ap-

pointed In order that she may have the
benefit of an $3 u month pension Mr.
Dawson Is a veteran of the Mexican war.

Mr. Dawson and his wife formerly
lived at 133 Milton street, with their
daughter, Mrs. Uurroughs. On April 28.
1891, Dawson shot his wife In the neck
with a revolver, and cut his throat with
u rnzor. He was sent to the Flathush
A'luni.

W. II. Webster, who was a boarder In
the family at the time of the shooting,
tfstllled to .Mr DnwsonN erecntrlel-tics- ,

and to the shooting, as did Mrs.
lMwson and Mrs. llurrnuKhi. Drs. l'hll-lip- s

and O'C'onnell. of the asylum, both
testified thnt Mr Dawson wns still In-
sane. Mr Dawson wum then called to
the stand.

He told the Court his name nnd said
he was sixty-nin- e years old. Dr
O'C'onnell started to question htm, and
Mr. Dawson would not have It. He
said that he knew Dr. O'C'onnell nnd
dlil not want to have anything to do
with him.

Judge Clement thenquestloned Dawson
nlmut the Hhootlnar of his wife. He said
he did not Intend to shoot her, but thnt
he wus going downstairs with the re-

volver In one hand nnd n rnzor In the
other when his wife nnd daughter
stirted towards hint.

He said he was highly excited nnd
nenous nnd cut his throat, and 11s he
clutched the revolver It went off. He
said he did not Intend to shoot his wife,
but mennt the ball for I1I1 own head

"Did you not write n letter to the Pope
of Rome?" asked one of the doctors.

"That's none of your business." shout-
ed Mr. Dawson, rising from his chair
and shaking his fist In the air.

"Do you know what a Spiritualist Is?"
asked the doctor.

"Yes, I do, and I know what an
epicurean Is, too, and you don't find
them down at your asylum, either."

"Were yju ever struck by .Ightnlng?"
"Yes, In Monmouth County, N. J."
"What effect did It have upon you?"
"The Jersey lightning laid me out

like that," and Mr. Dawson threw his
hat violently to the floor.

"Do you ever read messages In the
sun?"

"What I rend there Is nobody's busi-
ness. I can look ut the sun bqunrc In
the face, and that Is something no one
else can do "

"Take him to the window," said Judge
Clement, "and let him look at tne sun "

Mr. Dawson walked over to the win-

Beckett, counsel for the helrt at law,
and he openly chnrged the trusters
with fraud and dishonesty in the con-
duct of the affulrH of thy estate, nnd
he submitted nfllduvlts In support of his
charges.

Itlchnrdson died In 1889, lealng nn es-

tate estimated to be worth 110,000,000,

which consisted largely of real estnte In
Hnrlem. He also owned a large amount
of real estate In several Western cities'
Under the will all the relatives received
bequests.

Mrs. Louisa Burrlll was left 5.oo0 and
he brought nn action to break the will

claiming to be HIchardson's rnmmun-la-
wife. The action wns settled out of

court and It wns generally understood
that the executors hail paid Mrs. Burrell
fiiiino to compromise the matter

Much to the surprise of the heirs, the
Mutual Life Insurance Company have
recently begun thirty-on- e sepnrate fore-
closure suits agalnU the estate for mort-
gages on the iroerty held by the Com-
pany.

SCORED ALEXANDER.

Tho Oolleotor Writhed Under the
Proseoutor's Bumming Up.

Jury Took tho Caso In Hand Shortly

After 1 0'Clock.

If Acquitted Another Indictment
Will Ilo Prnyetl Kor.

Col. Halre, counsel for John V. Alex-
ander, on trial before Judge Marlrhc, In
Part I, of Genera! Sessions, Indicted
for grand larceny In the llrst degree,
began his plea to the Jury when court
opened this morning.

At the ndjournment yesterdny nfter-tioo-n

all the testimony for the defense
wns In, anil Judge Murtlne announced
that tho case would be concluded to-

day.
Immediately afterwards a man ap-

proached Assistant District Attorney
Mclutyre nnd said that he hail Important
evidence against the defendant. The new
evidence, whatever It may prove to be,
will be Inld before the Grand Jury nnd
made the basis for nnother Indictment,
providing the Jury finds Alexander guilt-
less of the crime now charged.

Alexander wore a worried look on his
round, unprepossessing face when
taken Into court, evluenclng that he
feared the result of the trial. He lis-
tened Intently to Col. Halre's argu-
ment on hli behnlf, nnd his sallow coun-
tenance ussumed a paler hue when
Prosecutor Mclntyre, In a powerful
summing up. laid the facts to snow the
evidence of his guilt before the jury.

"This man,' said the prosecutor,"wlth-ou- t
even the semblance of the official

capacity of u City Marshul, without any
authority to strike from the mortgage
the name of Salmon and Insert the name
of Hope, his clerk, brother-in-la- and
tool, went to the house of the defendant
on the night of Jan. 11, U9I, and looted
the place of Its contents, leaving scarce-
ly ii shred of clothing to cover the wife's
back, nnd sending them both out Into
the bitterly cold night.

"It means, gentlemen of the Jury, to
find this man not guilty." concluded Mr.

BERLIN, June 22. The Cologne Ga-

zette to-d- has caused a sensation In
court and other circles by announcing
that Count on Kotze, one of the Mas-

ters of Ceremonies of the Imperial
Court, was arrested on Sunday last on a
most exttaordlnary charge.

The arrest of Count von Kotze Is the
result of four years of patient police In-

vestigation.
During all that period members of the

highest aristocracy of Germany have
been In receipt of anonymous letters
and postal-card- In which the worst
and most Indecent personal accusations
were made, either agatnBt the persons
to whom they were addressed or against
their Intimate friends or dearest rela-
tives.

Husbands were taught to suspect their
wives, fathers learned to doubt their
sons, daughters began to look with sus-

picion upon their mothers, life-lon- g

friends were separated and almost Ir-

reparable wrong was done In a great
number of noble families.

As a result of the long police Investi-
gation Count von Kotze Is charged
with being the author of these letters.

At the suggestion of Gen. von Hahnke,
who personally examined the prisoner,
physicians were sent for In order that
(he mental state of Von Kotze might be
determined. His opinion was that
the master of ceremonies was Insane.
This opinion was Indorsed by the phy-
sicians, and It waa shown later that the
prisoner's father died In an asylum for
the Insane.

The general opinion seems to be that
Von Kotze will be confined In an asylum
and that his arrest will lead to a healing
of many family wounds.
