Meyor Was HuBtlod to Bollovue

as an Attempted Buioidc.

Kound Unconscious In Hli Koom with
an Kmpty IlottJo Ueslile lllm.

Klllnl anxiety, excited by the finding
of nn empty laudanum bottle, mistak-
ing n case of heat prostration for an
attempt at suicide, his landed George
Meyer, n German cabinet-make- r, of
307 Avenue C, sixty-thre- e years old, a
prisoner In llcllevuc Hospital. He will
be ktpt there until he Is discharged on
a medical certificate In a police court.

Meyer Is a very clever workman nnd
makes all kinds of pretty Inlaid articles,
which sell well, und enable lilm to keep
his wife, his widowed daughter, Mrs.
Bauer and her three children In com-
parative comfort. He uses laudanum In
his work to give u certain stain to
white woods. His workbench In In his
bedioom.

The heat of the east Bide overcame
Mevcr last night JUBt ns he had com-

pleted a piece of work that had used
up all the laudanum he had on hand.

He left the empty bottle nnd cork
lying on his bench nnd staggered to his
bed. nn which ho fell unconscious.
TownrJa 10 o'clock his wife went to
ariuiie him, .but without success, nnd
called In her daughter. The latter hap-
pened to sec the empty laudanum vial,
and at once Jumped ut the conclusion
thnt her father had attemped suicide.

She rushed shrieking frum the house.
Her violent cries brought Policeman
Thompson, of the Enst Twenty-secon-

Rtreet pollco station, whom she told of
her fnther's condition.

The pollcemnn sent In n hurry call
for nn ambulance, nnd Meyer was hus-
tled off to Ilcllevue on the double Jump.
It did not take Dr. Waring, of the hos-
pital stuff, over n few moments to ascer-
tain that It was the heat and not n dnso
of poison that had overcome Meyer. He
was soon restored to consciousness, but
as he was brought In n prisoner he can-
not be discharged until Ills case ts pass-
ed upon In n police court.

Meyer hns lived for twenty-fou- r yenrs
at his present uddress, nnd Is favorably
known In the neighborhood. He has
twice before been sunstruck.

Ills daughter, Mrs. Ilauer, called at
Ilellevue Hospital thlH morning nnd
begged her father's padon with tenrs for
her hurried conclusion. With true Ger-
man phlegm Meyer snld: "All right, my
dear. Das macht gar nlchts."

Steamship Lines Objeot to Feeding
Delayed Immigrants.

Possibility thnt Their Vessels Will
Not Bo Cleared.

Tho North German LloyJ, Anchor line,
Hamburg-America- n line and (several
smaller steamship companies, having re-

fused to pay bills aggregating 56,000 for
meals for detained Immlgrntas at Ellis
Island for the month of April, have
come Into conflict with the Treasury-Departmen- t

at Washington.
There Is a probability of their not

receiving clearance papers for tlielr ven-se- ls

until the claims are settled. The
fiteamshlp companies say they are act-
ing under legal advice, and being con-
fident of the Justice of their position, do
not fear the consequence!.

Accoidlng to Passenger Agent Win-
ters, of the North German Lloyd, trou-
ble has been Impending for some time.
The steamship companies say that
when nn Immigrant Is delivered at
Kills Island and It Is established to the
satisfaction of tho Immigration Bureau
that he or she Is really entitled to en-
trance to the United States, tho re-
sponsibility of the steamship company
ceases. Should there be a doubt as
to the Immigrant's right to land, the
steamship companies are chargeable
with the keep of the person, pending
an Investigation,

The custom has been to keep Imm-
igrants entitled to admission at Ellis
Island until such time as their friends
or relatives call for them or suitable ar-
rangements huve been made for their
transportation to their ultimate destina-
tion. Mini tickets are Issued to them at
the rate of 25 cents for dinner and 121-- 2

cents for breakfast and supper and
charged to the steamer bringing them
over.

This charge the ship companies refuse
to nay, us tney say they are not rcspon- -

' 8lble for the failure of friends or rela-
tives to call for the strangers or for the

ifnlluie to obtain early railroad transpor-
tation.

It Is said that one steamship line paid
over JH.O00 for meal tickets for Imm-
igrants last year. The expense has be-
come a burden to them, they say, and
a determined fight will be made to
abolish the system.

It Is understood the steamship com-
panies Interested will bring the matter
before the Congressional committee now
In session on Kills Island.
