Victims of the Nameleas Yncht Ac-

The five persons who ware drowned In

the Ilay yesterday by the capsizing of

Charles Nelson, thirty-two years old, of
@ Columbla street, Brooklyn; his wife,
thirty years old; thelr three-year-old
son; Kate HIiggine, a servant, seven-
teen years old, and a man said to be

a brother or brother-in-law of Nelson,

The party left Nelson's house yes-
terday morning, To-day John Askew,
of 121 Walcott street, Brooklyn, reported
to the police that the family was miss-
Ing, and that thelr description tallled
with that of the persons drowned in
tha Bay,

Later he called at the Norweglan
Hospital and Identified the two-year-old

child, the only survivor, as the son of

Nelson,

The police have learned that Nelmon
purchased the yacht from a man named
Fountaln, lving somewhere in Tomp-
kina place, Brooklyn. He wanted to
test his new purchase yesterday, and
invited the others to accompany him.

Many men in small boats were busy
this morning dragging the bay off the
foot of Fifty-third strest, Hrooklyn, in
search of the bodies of the five missing
persinsg who were drowned by the cap-
sizing of o yacht yesterday morning,

Watehman Conroy, who was on the
power-house pler when the yacht
started from there yesterday, snys one
of the party told him ke bad purchased
the yneht for $15,

The yacht Is twenty feet long, green
bottom, yellow siripe around gunwale
and green deck,

The boat was hauled up on the beach
this morning and the cabin searched,
but there was nothing found which
would lead to the identity of the persons.

Watcihman Conroy was of the opinlon
this morning that the bodles of the
drowned persons would not be recovered

| on account of the strong tide which was

runnlng at the time of the accldent.

Conroy saw the yacht a few minutes
