FRANCE'S NEW PRESIDENT.

Caslmlr-Perle- r, of DUtlnnaUhed
Civil and Military Career.

M. Jean Paul Pierre Caslmlr-Perle- r

was born In Fvls on Nov. 8, 1847. His
grandfather nu President of the Coun-

cil under King Louis Philippe, and his
father was a Minister under the first
President of the Republic, M. Thiers.

During the war M.
Caslmlr-Perle- r served with distinction
with the volunteers of the Aube, who
were called to the defense of Paris.
During the siege of Paris M. Caslmlr-Perl- er

displayed so much bravery that
he was mentioned In the Order of
the Day and decorated with the Cross
of the Legion of Honor.

In February. 1S71. he became Minister
of the Interior and Chief of the Cabinet
of his father, who, In order to open a
political career for him, resigned as
Conselller-Qener- of the Aube In April,
1874.

At the general elections of February,
1876, as a straight Republican, he was
elected to represent
and voted constantly with the majority
formed by the Left Centre and the Re-p- ut

Ucan Left, which refused a vote of
confidence. In the Broglle Ministry.

In the elections which followed the
dlsHolutlon, M. Caslmlr-Perle- r was re-

elected, and when the Republican Cab-

inet of Dec. 14 was formed, he was ap-

pointed Under Secretary of State In the
Department of Public Instruction.
Later M. Cnsimlr-Perle- r became a
member of the Republican Left, and in
1SS1 he Joined the Republican Union.

ber of the proposition which excluded
from public functions the members of
families which have reigned In France,
M. Caslmlr-Perle- r resigned his seat as
a Deputy on Feb. 1, 1883, not being able
to conciliate family duties with the con-
duct which his conscience and Republi-
can sentiments dictated.

After some hesitation he again be-

came a candidate for election to the
Chamber of Deputies, and on March 13,

of the same year he was
and became Under Secretary of State
In the Mlnlstery of War, where he re-

mained until the resignation of the
Minister of War, Gen. Campenon. on
Jan. 3, 18SS.

Recently M. Caslmlr-Perle- r was Prem-
ier of a short-live- d Cabinet, from De-

cember of last year until the latter part
of May of the present year, when he
"rode for a fall," according to a report,
In order to Improve his chances as a
candidate for the Presidency against the
late President.

Later he was elected President of the
Chamber of Deputies.

M. Caslmlr-Perle- r Is a wealthy man,
of strong mind, and was looked upon as
the candidate of the Conservatives of
France. He has shown himself to be a
firm upholder of the law and the advo-
cate of repressive measures against
Anarchy. In appearance the new Presi-
dent of France Is short, dark and d,

extremely polite and of mili-
tary bearing.

An official Investigation to ascertain
the causes which led to the foundering
of the tug James D. Nicol near Scot-- j
land Lightship Sunday was begun be-

fore United States Inspectors of Steam
Vessels James Falrchlld and Thomas
II. Rarrett In room 150 of the Federal
Oulldlng at 10 30 o'clock this morning.

Assistant United States District-Attorne- y

John O. Mott Informed an
" 1Z enlng World " reporter shortly
before the Inquiry began, that the
owner and captain of the Nicol
were In a delicate position, and might be
held liable for mans.aughter If the

established that the tug had
been overloaded In violation of law,

"How many men did the Nicol have
on board?" asked Mr. Mott.

"Retween seventyflve and eighty. It Is
believed."

"How many was she licensed to carry?"
"Forty-five.- "

"If that Is true I don't see why they
are not responsible and should not be
Indicted. Their action. If complained of
by the United States Inspector of Steam
Vessels or any other person, would prob-abl- y

result In proceedings against them
by the District-Attorne-

"I hive not looked the matter up, owl
don't know whether it Is a case for the
State or Federal prosecuting officers.
While the accident occurred on the high
seas, which would make It a United
States offense, yet the overloading took
place at the wharf, which might give
the State Jurisdiction."

The Federal authorities will probably
await the result of the Inspectors' In-

quiry before taking action.
The corridor leading to the Inspectors'

olllce was crowded ut an early hour
with members of the crew and their
friends and survivors of the wreck and
the acquaintances of the missing ex-

cursionists. The room In which the
Inquiry was held, however, was too small
to accommodate the crowd, nnd only
the witnesses under examination and
reporters were admitted.

Cnpt. ll)ilu's Story.
Capt. John 'Hyde, of the James D.

Nicol, was the first witness sworn. He
teslllled that ho hnd a license as pilot
nnd captnln, nnd had been In command
of the tug since Dec. 12, 1893. Rujmond
Kelly, a deep sea pilot, was nlso on
board and In the pilot-hous- e a part of
the time on the day of the disaster.

" The license of the Nicol was
In u prominent place on board,

where all persons could see It," said
Hyde. "We were authorized to carry
forty-fiv- e passengers and our regular
crew."

"Did you count the people oa they
came on board?" was asked.

"I did not."
"Did you know your vessel was over-

loaded?"
"I thought she was."
"Did you protest against It."
"Yes, I did. A great many people came

on board and said they were Just going
to cross over to a vessel lying outside
of us, but a number stayed on board.
I objected, but It did no good."

"Did you have any liquor on board?"
"Yes. I believe from twelve to fifteen

cases of beer were brought on board by
the excursionists."

"Was any one drunk on board?"
"Yes; most of the excursionists were

somewhat under the Influence of liquor."
"How about the crew?"
"I'm quite positive that none of the

crew took n drink. They are not drink-
ing "men

"Did Kelly, who assisted you at the
wheel, hatu a license as a deep sea
pilot?"

"I understand he has."
"Don't you know?"
"1 ran't say I never saw his license."

Iloefcii't Know II 1m Duty.
"Isn't it your duty, before surrender-

ing the whtel ut sea to any one, to
know that the person Is a licensed
pilot."

"Well. It might be. I thought he was
a pilot."

Capt Hyde also testified that he had
two frlendn In the pilot-hous- e with hltn
most of the tune. When usked If he did
not knuw thul It was contrary to law

The tug wus In good condition, he slid,
when lie left New York and perfectly
seaworlh. H- - received no Instructions
as to the number of peope he whs to
take on hoard, having been told merely
that he was to take an excursion party
down the bay

Wllllnm Reeves, agent and manager
of (he Reeves Towing Company, testified
tunt the Jnmes I). Nicol ha 1 been car-
rying excuslon parties down the bay off
and on for the past eight or nine years,
and made between eight and ten uch
trips a year.

PROMENADE PLANS.

Engineor Clarke Tells of tho Ar-

rangements Made.

May Have Elevators to North River
Bridgo Approaches.

Kxpert .engineers Will ileport on
July I).

The promise that there will be twoample promenades from end to end ofthe great railway bridge that Is to span
the Hudson from this city to Union. NJ., Is hilled with expressions of much
satisfaction.

Chief Hnglneer Thomas c. Clarkesays:
These promenades will be at leastten and will extend from endto end of the bridge. There will be con-

venient approaches from the streets atfrequent points on tho New York side
nil the way from the Central Railway
Station to the great pier between Fifty-nint- h

und Sixty-nint- h streets. Klevutors
from the street would be desirable andentirely piucllcuble, but thut Is a matter
of detull not yet decided upon.

"We ure compelled by law to build our
New York pier no further from shore
than the end of the pier line. The Jer-
sey law permits us to build a pier 1,072
feet from the Jersey shore. The only
mutter now In question nnd to be de-
cided by tho Advisory Hoard ami the
Secretary of War Is whether the 2,3o0
feet between Is hulllclently wide. It must
be 2.0J feet clnr for navigation. The
War Department must declJe how much,
If any, more.
