Justice Bartlett Throws tho Whole
Matter Out of Court.

Justies Dartlett, of the Bupreme Court,
Broaklyn, this morning disposed of the
peeullar and complicated Gates-Dudley
divorce case by throwing the whole mat-
ter out of court. He suggestn that the
principals begin all over aguln,
Gieorge K. (iates marrled Miss Annie
Dudley In 188, The couple lived to-
gether A few months and  separated,
Gates pays thot In 1869 he met hin wife's
futher In Broadway, New York, who
anlil that Mres, Gates was dend
Gntes alleges that from that time until
Aug, 20, 188, he remalned single, when
he marrled Allce 8. Lipman. They llved
togethior at 6% One Hundred and Thirty-
Slghth strect, New York, untll Nov, ﬂ,
1N, wlhien they separated,
In July, 18, Gales's former wifs ap-
pented on the seene and wsued him for
n divores, naming his second wife ns
co-respondent,
As Gates's Nfe with his second wife
wik not n happy one, and he had about
000 worth of real estinte, e began an
nietlin for the annulment of his second
marriage.
Ihe frst wife pressed her sult for
divorce agalnut Guates, Mrs, Gates No,
then mued Cates for alimony  and
vounsel fees, pending the sult to annul
the marringe. Mre. Cates No. 1 In her
sult for divoree makes Gates and Allce
I.Ifrmull equnl defendants

n his decislon Justice Dartlett says in
subktnnce (hut there 18 no  provision
under our system of practice for mak-
Ing the so-called co-respondent In n
divorce mult o pant’ to. the action.
“Finding himnelf sued by hin first wife,”
he continues, “and upparently having no
defenae, Gates puts In an nnswer wﬁh-h
ndmity all the allegations In the plain-
tif's complaint. In effect he seeks to
turn his answer In this sult brought
Llny hisn first wife Into a complaint on
which he can have his second marriage
annulled, Allce B Lipman, the second
wife, mokes no objection (o this remark-
nble practice; treats Gates's annwir ns
though It constituted a valld complaint
nEninst her, and Interposes an answer
herself, contalning what amounis to n
dentnl of the alleged rrlnr mirringe to
Grnle Dudley, and a charge of adultery
ngninst Gates, from whom she aleso de-
maonds te be divoreed.
