Nicol, was the first vwitness aworn, He
testified that he had a license as pllot
and captaln, and had been In command
of the tug aince Dec, 12, 1883, Raymond
Kelly, o deep sea pllot, was nlso on
board and In the pllot-hduse a part of
the time on the day of the disaster,

His
helmet was quickly unscrewed and
Rice camne on board,

Could See No Badies.

He mald that he had gone carefully
over the ground on both sides of the
wreck, thinking perhaps  that bodles
might have been backed up either hfr
the tide or the eddies against the hull.
He had seen no bodies nor any traces
of any.

“After examining the wreck,” msald
Rice, "I hailf 7ircled the tug on one slde,
and then did the same thing on the other
alde, and felt my way about for about
six hundred feet In o clrele, searchin
tur uu{‘lhlru{ that might bave belong
to the Nicol."

At Diver Itice's request, Capt. De Noy-
elles moved the Assistance to the west-
wiinl of the sunken wrock, a gquarter of
a mile further In shore. Here the anchor
whis agaln heaved and Rice prepared for
hie third descent,

This time he worked again towards
the wreck, and, the sen huving quieted
down momewhat, his mov
more easily traced. He n
the full limit of the life<line, and then
began to cirele nbout the Asslstance.

For a brief spell air bubbles came to
the surface In one spot, and It was thus
demonstrated to the watchers that the
diver had come to a stand, Tender Nel-
won suggested that perhaps Rice had
found a body and was ll’)’l.nﬁ to make
fast to |t Ie had carried down fas-
tened to his belt o short line for that
purposae. Rice remalined statlonary only
a few minutes, however, and then the
moving tra'l of alr bubbles told the
watchers that he had resumed his jour-
ney,

The diver completed a clrcuit at the
