F with Columbla and Yale. And the worst
of it all was for poor Harvard that she |
was an uncommonly bad “it"* at that. !

wasn't until 1132 that Heferee Cowles '
‘mhouted *“Go" froum the deck of the
gdiclvetia, the boat utllized by the offi-
plale.
