GREAT TOWER BRIDGE OPEN.

Prince of Wales Performa the Cere-
mony, While Thousands Cheer,
(By Amsocisted Presm. )

LONDON, June 30.—The great Tower
Bridge wan formally opened to-day by
the Prince of & Wales In the nameof the
Queen,

The weather was blazing hot. The
mcens wam A magnificent one. Tens of
thousands of persons lined the route of
the royal procession, and the streets
were gavly decked with flags and bunt-
Ing.

The ceremony took place at mnoon.
when the Prince of Wales, by means of
an electric button, opened the enormous
bascules, which have been bullt so as
to allow the loftlest veasel to pass un-
derneath,

A flourish of trumpets, the thunder-
Ing of guns from the Tower, loud and
enthusinstie cheering from the crowds
and the shrieking and tooting of the
whistles of the launches and steamers
on the river announced the completion
of this waork.

The Bishop of London, wearing his
robes and hoods, prenounced the Lene-
diction and the officiale connected with
the construction of the bridge were re-
celved by the Prince on behalf of the
Queen. The massed bands then played
the Natlonal anthem and two steamers,
decked with bunting, passed through
the bridge amid tremendous cheering.

Extraordinary precautions were taken
tb guard the royal family. BEvery
detective and policeman in the metrop-
olls who could be spared from regular
duty was stationsd at some point along
the route of the procession or elss about
the bridge.

RUSSIAN SHELLS SUPERIOR.

Remarkable Resunlt of an Armor
Teat nt 8. Pelerasburg.
Br Associnted Prem,)

LONDON, June 30 —A despatch to The
Times from Bt. Petersburg says: "A
trial was made yesterday of six 10-Inch
armor platen, the tace of which had
been hardened by the Harvey process,
A O-Inch Oboukhoft gun was used, The
first temt was made with the latest Im-
proved Holtzer shells, Thess were
stopped by the plates and smashed. A
test waas then made with similar shells,
with a Rusnian secret improvement, and
the result was remarkable. The shells
not only plerced the plates, but sped a
distance of some thousand yards to the
rear of them.

“When recovered the shelin were found
to be undamaged, and this In spite of the
fact that they were fired at an obliquity
of elght to ten degrees. This experiment
proves that Russla possessts a projectile
superior to any hitherto Invented. Fur-
ther experiments will be made at a
greatar obliquity.'

Capt. Behley sald that the light could
not be run for less than §I0,00 o year,
which Includes the running of the ma-
chinery, coal, wood and maonual laboer.
The news will be welcome ta New
Yorkers who love the great Bartholdh
statue of Liberty Enilghtening the
World.

One of the men attached to the Amer-
fean Committes of the Btatue of Liberty
#al1 this morning:

"“We would be glad to bear the expense
of maintaining the llght, but we have
not finished ralsing the fund with which
we hope to complete the statue, The
Ereat concrete arches to be erected at
the base, and other things to be done
far the protection of the pedestal, will
cost about $60,000, We now have Dk
of that sum.

“The money In the proceeds from the
traffic on the boat runnlni betwesn the
Battery and the island BEL Year we
made a little money, hut this year, so
far, the outlook Im dublous.
