At 9o'clock A. M. the Quarantine
Commissioners' tug Htate of New York
left Quarantine for Sandy Hook, with
Mrs. Jenkins and aparty or ladles on
board. No others were allowed on thistug. Then ensued a wait of an hour be-
fore tho big Atlantic liner waa seen
speeding up towards Quarantine. The
Gov, Flower was beside her and the
decks were thronged with people. Jmt
opposite the Quarantine Health station
the Flower cast-of- f her lines attached
to the Majestic and started for the city
at racing speed, and Boon passed out cf
sight ohed of the big Atlantic liner,
which had slowed down almost to a
stand still.

When the tug State of New York
came Into Quarantine,, Mrs. Jenkins was
asked by an "Evening World" reporter
If Mr. Croker went w the city on the
Gov. Flower.

"1 don't know," waa her reply.
"Did you see Mr. Croker?" was next

asked.
"I cannot tell you," was her answer.

Mrs. Jenkins then stated that she had
nothing at all to say and hurried to her
home.

The Majestlc's time across was 6 da
and 40 minutes. She carried 393 cabin
and 219 steerage passengers. The ve-s- el

passed six and one-ha- lf miles south
of nn ireberg. She had prevailing west-
erly winds und sea, with considerable
hazy weather and fog. Among her
other passengers were Lord Randolph
Churchill, Lespenard Steward, Elbrldge
T. Gerry, wife and daughter: Col. John
Hay, J. A. HlnrkleyJ- - Robert Thomp-
son and Capt. S. D. Winter.

Lord Churchill looked ill and had a
weary and laded appearance. Lady
Churchill looked as charming an ever,,
and hardly a day older than when she
was Miss Jerome.

Ills Lordship wore a light yachting
suit, with cap to match, of Scotch
homespun, and nn soon as he left the
vessel took a seat In a carriage where
he awaited Lady Churchill. He de-

clined to be Interviewed, saying he had
nothing of Importance to communicate
on English political affairs, and hail
come here solely for the benefit of his
health. He Intends to remain at the
Hotel Waldorf for a few days, when he
will take a trip through the United
States and Canada. His two sons, who
were to accompany him, were prevented
from doing so, aB they were studying
for a military examination.

A London Journalist, for some time
past a resident of New York, speaking of
his lorrhlp y, mid:

"Churchill's political shrinkage has
run concurrently with his very pro-
nounced physical failure. He has for a
long time been a cource of much anxiety
to his medical attendant."
