Care of Brushes.

A number of little thinga in the care
of one's brushes determines the length
of their service and the condition in
whicgh they last.

For this
soda water or ammonia water must be
used, and then the wet bristles set
downward—do not turn it on its back—
and left in the sun to dry, A nail or
tooth brush should never bLe left In the
holder with the bristles uppermost.
