Aotor Williams Stands Guard with
a Revolver at the Door.

One Thief, Who Had Broken Into a
House, Caught.

Charles Magnus, about forty years
old, who claims to live on Spencer
street, Brooklyn, was arraigned In the
Gates Avenue Police Court this morning
on the charge of burglary.
. Yesterday afternoon Magnus and an
unknown pal entered the house of Mr.
William H. Nostrand, at 8C9A Greene
avenue, by breaking open the Iron gate
and basement door tUille the family
were absent In the country.

The n actor and theatrical
manager, Harry Williams, lives next
door" to the Kostrands. About S P. M.
he was aroused by a noise In the next
house, and at once telephoned Police
Headquarters. In turn the Ralph avenue
station was notified, and Capt Dunn,
with four policemen, hurried around to
the place.

On the stoop of the Nostrand house
they found Harry Williams mounting
guard Kith drunn. revolver. He said
that the burglars h&d attempted to come
out, but that he had forced them buck
by threatening to shoot them. Just
then a young lady in Mr. Williams's
household screamed from the window
that the burglars were escaping over
the back fence.

Policeman Stony ran around through
8Iuyesant avenue to Van Buren
street, where he caught sight of two
men making good time towards Held
aienue. He gave chase and managed
to capture Magnus as he attempted to
board n Reld avenue car. The other
man escaped.

In the station-hous- e a superb diamond
sunburst and a valuable watch were
found In Magnus's possession. He
claimed that they were his property,
but as they are not in keeping with
his appearance they will be held until
Mr. Nostrand can be notified.

In court Magnus waived examination
and was held for the Grand Jury. He
refused to give any hint as to who
his partner was. The police think that
he Is an old offender and a professional
burglar, a, a Jimmy and other tools
were found in the house.

DR. PERHACS VINDICATED.

Promptly Acquitted of Dr. Bhtp-paril- 'a

Chnrses of Larceny.
The trial of Rev. Dr. Emll Perhacs,

ot Brooklyn, who April 16 was accused
ot stealing 55 cents from one of the
dressing-room- s In Dr. Sheppard's baths,
on Columbia Heights, resulted In a ver-
dict of acquittal before the Jury had been
out nve minutes.

The trial was before Justice Walsh
and a Jury In the Adams 8treet Police
Court. Dr. Sheppard, the complainant,
was represented by Assistant Ulstrlct-Attirne- y

Downing. The principal
against Dr. Perhacs were em-

ployees at Dr. Sheppard's baths. Theirtestimony was of a niost uncertain char-
acter, and It Is likely that the Jury
would have acquitted Dr. Perhacs with-
out any testimony for the defense.

Dr. Perhscs's counsel, however, did not
want merely an acquittal.

Evidence was introduced to show that
