Holl all the above ingredl-
ents slowly for three hours, and strain.
Meanwhlle cook a large handful of spin-
uch leaves In water: draln, chop and
press through a sleve, Put a table-
spoonful of butter on Lthe fire und, when
melted, add the puree of spinach, then
the broth, of which there should be
three pints, stirring to prevent lumping.
Finlsh with & cup of hot milk and white
pepper, and salt to tante. If not wunted
for on omelet, the heads can be bolled
sepamtely and added to the soup., This
soup can algo be made with all nillk,
using no meat.
