WHITE RIBBONS NUMEROUS.
Reld has hoisted a big white flag over

Council Hall, where the labor men meet.
The white ribbon of the Debs movement
Is seen everywhere In the vicinity of rail-
road tracks. Railroad men, trainmen,
Hwitrhmen, freight-handle- and even
firemen on the snitch-engine- s wear the
ribbon when off duty. Along the water-
front an occasional white ribbon Is seen,
too.

They bob up In the most unexpected
places. At Black Rock to-d- a dozen
men wearing tho ribbons gathered on tho

railroad employees. They do not expect
to be called on to strike, but their sym-
pathies are with the men wo are out
In Chicago.

Perhaps one-ha- lf of the 20,000 men affili-
ated with labor unions In this town are
ready to go out in a sympathy strike.
Many unions are unanimous In their will-
ingness to tie up, not only the railroads,
but all the other Industries here.

The German Trades Union, which In-

cludes In Its membership the employees
of the big breweries, as well as a number
of anarchlstlcally Inclined workmen of
the cast side, at a meeting y

adopted fiery resolutions denouncing
Prerident Cleveland for his action in
sending Federal troops into Illinois.
The expressed warm sympathy with
Debs.

Five unions of painters and decorators
in their District Council adopted resolu-
tions of sympathy with Debs, and re-
solved "to do all that Is Just and proper
to aid the American Railway Union In
their fight against this
king of wealth, George M Pullman."

Ine carpenters passed similar resolu-
tions, but denounced rioting. The
Trades Council pledged "our lives, our
fortunes and our sacred honor" to the
help of Debs. The machlntets declined
:o meke public their resolutions, but
they are ah forcible an Debs could wish.

There will evidently be no lack of
sympathy strikes among th trades If
the railroad men here decide to go out.

EFFECT ON LAKE TRAFFIC.
An Interesting possibility of the Debs

movement, provided Buffalo decides to
go Into It head and heels. Is the com-- ',

plcte paraljsts of lake traffic. Debs hasi
had men at work at Detroit and Cleve-
land as well as Buffalo, and It Is by no
means Improbable that commerce on the
great lakes may he blocked as tightly
as Debs hopes to block railroad tralllc.
Buffalo, to a certain extent. Is the key
of the sltuatl.sn, and it Is generally be-
lieved that at the first slrn of a failure
tu his plans at Chicago Debs will con-
centrate his energies here.

Already the Lake Shore, Nickel Plate
and Grand Trunk Railroads are locked
up to within 200 miles of Buffalo. The
tie-u- p at Cleveland and Detroit has
knocked all three roads out of any
chance of doing freight business.

If Debs can get all the railroad men
out In Buffalo, the local trades and In-

dustries wholly or suspended
and lake commerce stopped, ho will bo
In a position to make, perhaps, more
mischief than his operations at Chicago
have made. For New York City and
the seaboard will be practically cut off
from the West If Buffalo is eliminated
as a transportation point.

Plttsburi; will yield more readily than
Buffalo to an appeal for a general
strike. They are ripe for a big strike
In the Smoky City, and the thousands
of Idle coal miners, mill hands and labor-
ers in Allegheny County could be de-
pended upjn for the rioting and acts of
Incendiarism which seems to be neces-
sary accompaniment of the Debs move-ine-

George West, Mr. Pullman's

talked freely nnd authorized ihe
reporter to say on behalf of Mr. Pull-
man that there Is not the slightest truth
In the report from Washington thatPresident Cleveland had, thiough Secre-tary Herbert, urged Mr. Pullman toagree to arbitrate his differences withhis employees.

"Mr. Pullman Is really unable to talk,not feeling at all well,'r said .Mr. Wtst."How does Mr. Pullman look upon aibltratlon as a means of settling the
strike?"

"What Is there to arbitrate"" asked
Mr. West in return. " e simply could
not get orders for work, and so had to
reduce the men's wages. This was clone
lather than stop work entirely. As It
was, we had to scud all over the coun-
try for a few orders to keep the men In
work even nt the reduced pay.

"Just as soon as the business depres-
sion Is over nnd we lecelvc the usual
quota of orders Just so soon will the
men's wages be better.

"But the strike has gone far beyond
us and extended Into greater teirlloiy."

Mr. West Impressed upon The World
reporter that he had not the slightest
authority to express these sentiments
on behalf of Mr. Pullman. They were
his own personal views.

"Will Mr. Pullman make any conces-
sion to his men If they return to work'"

"I am not In any iosltloii to state Mr.
Pullman's views," was the reply. Mr.
West, speaking for himself, continued:
"But let them return to us as thvwent out, n men, and we villi
then see what amicable arrangement can
be made. Thev were not union men
when they went out. Most all of thei'i
have bet-- made union men slnco Ihe
strike commenced.

"The Pullman Company Is perfectly
willing to do what Is Just with its em-
ployees In nil Its dealings. It h,i had no
desire to deprive Its men of fair pay.
