" An the proposed new bildgn will have
the greatest span of any bridge In the
world, being some 540 feet longer than
the llrookljn Bridge span, and 340 feet
more than the Forth Urldge In Scot-
land, now the longest lu existence, the
ltourd will have to make the closest
scrutiny of foundations and weight
strains before determining the exact
length of span for the new bridge.

"The Hoard, while It will closely con-
sider the plans, will not make any
recommendations on them. The Secre-
tary of War will pass on the bridge
pl.inp, and it remains for hlni to say
whether they nro accepted or rejected.

IIAIiLOOXS I WARFARE.

Conltl lie t'sett for Mlajnalllna; at
Night.

Military authorities have long recog-
nized that there Is yet much to be done
In the field of signalling from balloonf
by means of the electric light. Hitherto
night signalling has been curried on at a
great disadvantage from the fact that
the ordinary lanterns carried by the
signalling corps when on foot are often
visible ut a comparatively short dis-
tance, and even more frequently render-
ed of no avail by the Intervention of va-

rious obstructions, such as trees, build-
ings or rising ground.

It was at one time sought to over-
come these objections by utilizing the
clouds fot reflecting flashes ot I light,
which should be short or long accord-
ing to a prearranged code, and In this
way transmit any desired message. This
plan presented two obvious disadvan-
tages; It could only be uteii when
clouds were present In the ntmwphere,
and should the clouds pass nway before
the completion of a message, the re-
ceiving party would be puzzleO, If not
entirely misled. It was at length seen
that balloon signalling met alrrequlre-ment- s

of the night transmission of
messages In time of war more satisfac-
torily than any other method, and vari-
ous European governments, especially
Llnglund and Germany, have made this
branch of mtltarv work the jubDect of
a special commission.

One of the greatest sources of trouble
hus been the difficulty aV procuring
lamps with carbons sufflcleitly fine to
prevent the after-glo- Interfering with
the distinctness of the aevsral flashes,
but In the Uruce the form of balloon
adopted by the Ilrltlsh anl other go-
vernmentsthis has been removed. In
this latest method a number of Incan-
descent electric lamps are suspended In-

side a captive balloon of comparatively
small size, having a
envelope of cambric. It ras a diameter
of 18 feet and a gas capacity ot about
3,200 cubic feet. The limp-hold- Is
made In the shape of a ladder, so that
It can easily be admitted Into the nar-
row mouth of the ballotn. It contains
six lamps of power, especially
constructed for the puriose.tho carbons
being finer and the bulbi more spherical
In form than Is usual.

The current can be mpplled through
Insulated cables from secondary batter-
ies, but should these be found too heavy
for transport a small dynamo can be
used, which can be driven. If no other
power should be ut hand, by manual
labor. The keyboard, which Is on the
ground under the control of an oper-
ator, contains everytWng necessary for
the flashing of slgnas, and the equip-
ment Includes net, nlve top. hose for
lining, sand bags nnl a special ventil-
ated case for sea transport, a car being
entirely dispensed with. The value of
such u means of signalling in time of
war may be gathereiJ from the fact that
In a recent test th signals were dis-
cerned at a dlstanc. of upward of six-
teen miles.
