“The Knights of Labor will not go out
unless a majority of votes In favor of a
#trike Is cast atl that meeting.'

Asked for his opinion as to whether
then would be a strike In New York,
Mr. ‘Murphy sald he did not think any
such thing would come about. Accord-
ing to his figures, there are between
75,000 and 80,000 K. of L. people In New
York, Brooklyn and Jersey City, who
would be affected should an order to
strike be promulgated.

All Quiet at C. L. F. Headguarters.

CONSERVATIVE IN NEWARK.

Meeting May Be Held To-Day to
Dincunan the Quention of Striking.

(Spacial lo The Evenlng Warld.)

NEWARK, N. J,, July 11.—The Knights
of Labor in this clty only number about
M0, and they are so widely mscattered
amomg thn various trades that should
they strike no serlous damuge could be
done.

STEAMSHIP FIREMEN LAUGH.

They Scount the Soggestion that
Their Hody Might Strike.

A rumor was started this morning, to
the effect that the firemen on ocean-
golng steamships would probably be
called out, in sympathy with the A. R.
1. otrike. It was alleged that the mem-
bers of the New York Brunch of Atlan-
tle Coast Beamen had expressed o will-
ingnesas to obey such an order, which, it
was expected, would be lasued by Frank
Waterhouse, of San Francisco, Presi-
dent of the Natlonal Beamen's Unlon.

Not an item of the story could be
verified, after most dillgent Investign-
tlon along the river front. Chief engl-
neers derided the possibllity of such
action, and the Aremen who were talked
with displayed entire Ignorance that
such a contingency was considered.

Chlef Engineer Walls, of the Amer-
lean liner New York, which salled this
morning, sald to an “Evening World"™
reporter:

“The idea of a strike such as men-
tloned is absolutely absurd and far from
the thoughts of our men, My flremen
mustered at 7 o'clock this morning. and
went directly to work. This line makes
no Inquiry regarding affiliation of any
of the crew with unions, and hires them
Irrespective of such connections.
