Strike Leadars Go Home to

Bed-- No More Talk of

a Bloody Conflict.

SACRAMEN TOMBTHB EASY.

Regular Troopi, It Was Deoided,
Should Enter Without

Trouble.

STRIKERS TOOK GOOD ADVICE.

Were Told that Their Propcsed
Rcs.stance Would Be

Treason

(Uy At.ocltlcd Pr
SACRAMENTO. Col., July U.-- Tho

trouble la practically over liere, and
there la no civil war

Yesterday afternoon and evening them
was every Indication that the Federal
troops would hot come to Sacramento
without a fierce battle The strikers
had their guns ready, and their picked
fighters were In cossesslon. They had
ft cannon, and were loud In their determi-
nation not to let the regular troops Into
the depot.

Along the levee wer strung men with
rifles, apparently sharpshooters, to rake
the soldiery as the post imted The
strike leaders wcie reticent and anxious.

This morning all Is changed. The
striker leaders have gono to bed. There
are only a few or tha btrlksr on guard
In the depot, and tha men generally say
lbs legulais will not ba ipposed unless
they .try to move Pullman cars, when
they will be treated roughly.

Before going home, the leaders of th
TjlriWr-Kpo- ke -f- reelSV Tlensantlyand
peaceably. The whole atmosphere 'hid
changed and those who had expected
to fee Sacramento In flames this morning,
with miscellaneous disaster all along tli
railroad, went to their home without
misgivings.

Sacramento It, of course, under martial
law, thougn thus far It has not aiteri
things In any way. The printed rtotloea
that are posted In public pUceS'ind dis-
tributed on the streets got to'b an did
story In a few minutes. Nobody knew
exactly what was Implied ky the phrase
"mat Hal lav." tIt Is probable that the Chang Is due In
large degree to an opinion written at the
request or the Mediation Committee by

Hart, defining the
rights and responsibilities of the strik-
ers, and informing them that to resist
troops Is treason

The opinion says in part: "It cannot
be denied that as resistance to the law
and the authority of the United States
would be treason agulust the Govern-
ment, which. would not reoelve the sup-
port or the large majority or citizens
who sympathize with your cause, I ad-
vise you not to permit yourselves In
these times of danger to attempt dis-
order and devotion to your cause to
entangle you n a conflict with the
armies of the Federal Government.

"I hope that th excitement or the hour
may not Induce any of the men who art
now banded together In labor organisa-
tions In this city to commit any act
v.hlch may under any circumstances b
denounced as criminal.'

Harry Knox. Chairman of the Com-
mittee on Mediation, said late last night
that the strikers would abide by the
opinion of their attorney by making no
resistance to the troops.

Troop lu Possession.
LATER. The regulars this morning

took possession ' or the depot. No
violence was offered.

After the regula-- s had reached the de-

lict, the militia guarding the water front
was fired upon by struers who were am-
bushed on the Yolo County sld of th
river. The militia returned the fire and
over two hundred shots were exchanged.
The strikers abardond their situation
and escaped in the heavy brush which
lines the river bank. It is thought one
striker was wounded, as he was seen to
stagger along the levee.

About 11 A M. General Runt. Fillmore
Instructed Division Supt. Wright to pro-
ceed to get out trains. An engine was
Immediately got ready, and Is now en-
gaged Ir. clearing the tracks preparatory
to moving trains.

Hundrels of people are In the vicinity
of the depot, but no demonstration Is
being made.

the policy and methods of the Gensro.:

Among the teadors of the worklngmen
the charge has been made openly and
repeatedly that the obstruction of
United States malls and th Interruption
of Interstate commerce were due quite as
much tn the General Managers as to the
Railway Union.

It hss been stated that th general
managers agreed among themselves
that no trains should be run on any uf
the roads until all had gained their
points In dispute with tha men.
