Firemen rushed up through th
hall and found her bins unconscious
Just outside of hei room. She was
overcome by smoke and burned about
the hands and face

The woman was removed to the Senev
Hospital, where It was said this morn-
ing that she would recover

After the fire was out an Investiga-
tion revealed two broken bottles which
had evldentlv contained kerosene oil
Ivlng near the pile of rubbish where
the flames originated Thet was olso
a quantltv of excelsior In the rubbish
The police are now tr)lng to locate the
Inoendlarv.
