A PUBLH OANGEP.

The Legislature last Winter passed a
law- - making It a misdemeanor to crowd
the passageways In theatres and other
public placea of amusement In such a
manner as to make free anil unobstruct-
ed Ingress and egress dlfltcult.

Yesterday Martin Hoffman, the chief
usher of the Garden Theatre, was on
trial In the Court of Special Sessions,
charged with violation of this law. It
was the first case tried under the stut-ut- e.

The defendant, while, of course,
only the nominal offender, the real cul-
prit being the proprietor of the theatre,
who takes the admission money and lets
the people In, was found guilty und
fined ten dollars. Judge Ilogan, who
was one of the presiding magistrates,
desired to Impose a fine of one hundred
dollar

Hither the new law was required for
the public protection, or It was not.
Hither packing the passageways of a
pl'iee of amusement with loungers Is an
offense against the public, or It Is not.
If It Is not, then It Is all very well to
make nn absurdity of the law. if It Is,
then a line heavy enough to stamp the
piaetlce with Judicial disapproval, and
to evince a determination to compel
obedience to the law, should have been
enforced.

Judge Ilogan was right. The crowd-
ing of the pussagewayn of a theatre Is n
dangei as well as a nuisance, und It Is
tu be regretted that the llrst conviction
under the act wan not made an occasion
tn prove the determination of the courts
to suppress the now Illegal practice.

HAMMOND MOB AGAIN

Miohigan Contral Train Catchoa a
Shower of Bullets.

Rio'.crs Are Seen Tearing Up the

Tracks Ahead of it.

Troops Hurry to the Scene, hut Find
the Moh Dispersed.

(ny Associated! Press.)
CHICA(Jf), July I7.a-- A mob of 600 men,

armed with picks and crowbars, tried
tn tear up the Michigan Central tracks
five miles east of Hammond, Ind.,
shortly beforci mldtilght last night. The
news reached the Indiana town from
Tolleston, where the conductor of an
etst-boun- d passenger train, which left
Hammond nt 11.20, telegraphed for as-
sistance.

He said that when his train went
around ,i curve It was signalled to
top. The engineer was suspicious, and
only slowed up. On either side of the
track stood ciowdn of men, and some
of them, he said, were at work on the
fish-plat- when the train catno In sight.

When the mobiiaw that Its signal was
disregarded severul of Its members drew
Pistols and beiain flrlnir at the train-
men. Tliu shots caused the engineer to
open the throttle and the train sped
away nt a forty mllo clip, followed by
a "honer of bullets and stones,

(Jen, Ilobblns, who Is In command of
the Indiana militiamen nt Hummond,
was awakened as soon as the news was
lecelvtd, and In twenty minutes the
camp was under arms. Ah the mob
evidently had designs on the Michigan
Central fler, which leaves Chicago at
11.15 o'clock, Ren. llobblns decided to
send two companies on It to the scene
of trouble.

The ttaln reached Hummond nt l.!.'.
A. M and 100 soldiers plied on board
under the command of Col. o. P. Lee.
The men had orders to shoot without
waiting for any command to Arc.

As the mob destroyed the telegraph
wires within ten minutes after the con-
ductor had sent his story from Tolles-
ton, two linemen and an operator went
with the train.

At :.3i A. M. Gen. Robblns had a spe-
cial train In waiting to convey the rest
of his command to the scene If their
services were needed.

At 3 A. M. word wns received the
train had reached Tolleston. Nothing
was seen of the mob on the trip.
