DAHOER TO PA68EN0ER3.
Three accidents by collisions happened

to excursion boats jestiniuy. 'I he most
serious was the case of the Htarln Olcn
Island steamboat Olen, which was run
Into by a tug lushed to the side of a
heay freight-ca- r transfer barKc about
9 o'clock In the ctcnlng In midstream a
short distance below tho llrooklyn
Bridge. There wero ubotit ono hundred
passengers on the Glen, and a panla pr-
ofiled among them, their position being
evidently one of extreme ptr.l. The
damage to the Glen waH great through
the force of tho collision, and she was
wholly disabled. The tug C. I. Itay-mon- d,

which was fortunately on hand,
went Immediately to the the rescue and
succeeded In taking the passengors off
the Injured bout without accident. The
collision Is said to have occuried through
a misunderstanding of signals.

The other mishaps were a collision
between the Iron Bteamboata Cetus
and Cephpus Just off the lighthouse
at Norton's Point. The Cepheus was
disabled and her passengers were taken
off by the Cetus and landed at Culver's
Pier, Coney Island Point. Two passen-
gers were hurt In the crash.

The thlid accident happened to the
steamer Taurus, also of the Iron Steam-
boat Compan's .line, which grounded
at Ixing Branch.

These occurrences are warnings that
ought not to be unheeded. There Is
scarcely any excuse fur such collisions,
and when they occur through careless-
ness tho responsible persons ought to
be mode to pay the full penalty of the
luw.
