He Is
Ihus able to make use ot household
ashes if he decides they are clean.

Mr. ninety lenlled that household
ashes are not usually clean, but that all
he (ould say was that a thorough Inves-
tigation would be made.

Wvikoff told a reporter that
household ashes ate probably being used.
The tales of this department require
that families keep ashes and garbage
In separate barrels, but, as a matter of

'fait, they are fieiiueutly mixed. The!
ash soows. therefore, contain all manner
of refuse fiom the kitchens of Brooklyn
families, und this Is what hns been
dumped .n the mtadows.

"I am Inclined to believe, however,"
added .Mr. Wjckoff, "that but few suffer
hieonvontoiice from any odors that may
atl"e. On the other hand property Is

'being greatly Increased tn v.'.lue by the
tilling In, and for this purpose nothing
Is better than clean ashes. I will add
that this depattment will see that none
but as . lean ashes as can be procured
w 111 lie ne1."

It was learned y that after Coney
Island became a part of Brooklyn the
police t reel veil complaints about dump-lu- g

that was then being done, and
stopped It. The work was let rest for
awhile and on June 8 a permit to dump
clean ashes was Issued by the Btooklyn
Health Department. Thla was extended
to July 1 and on July 'i was renewed for
one month. During that time complaints
have been received and have
been turned over to Inspector Purdy,
who ulwuvs reported that there waB no
nuisance being committed.

Inspector I'urdv returned to the Board
of Heulth otllce this afternoon after hav-
ing Inspected the Coney Island dump.
Commissioner Kmery was not at the of-

fice to receive the report, and will prob-
ably not take action on It until

Mr. Purdy stated to a reporter
that he had reported to the Commissioner
that he could not tlnd that any garbage
had been dumped on the Coney Island
Creek meadow, but that all the offen-
sive odors came front street sweepings.

"It Is for the Commlsloner to decide
whether the permit allows the dumping
of street sweepings," said Mr. Purdy.
"While I found no garbige. there Is of
course a certain amount of refuse In the
ashes, and possibly the dead cats In the
creeks were thrown by families In their
ash barrels and thus reached the scows.
The workmen then may have thrown
them In the creek. Bodies of larger ani-
mals must have come from Gravesend."
