tirely as we would prefer. You know how inuh I

deprecated the incorporation In the proposed bill
ot the Income tax feature.

THE HOUSE INSISTS.

Same Conferrers anil Snine
on the Tnrlff.

WASHINGTON, July 19. The salaries
were crowded and the scene on the floor
nus an animated one. In anticipation ot
the debate on the tariff conference

when the House met While
the Journal was being read, Chairman
Wilson entered the room. His head was
bound with a white handkerchief, and he
was evidently burfeiint; great pain. His
appearance was the slenal for a sre.it
demonstration on the Democratic side,
the members cheering wildly at the tight
of their torift leader.

There were no preliminaries. As soon
as the reading of the Journal had been
completed Mr.Outhwalte (Dem.,0.), from
the Committee on Rules, offered a reso-

lution under which two hours were to be
allowed to debate the conference report
on tho Tariff bill. The resolution was
as follown:

Mr. Hopkins (Rep., 111.) attempted to

offer an amendment to extend the time
to four hours, but objection was made.
The previous question was ordered.

This Kye thirty minutes for debate.
Mr. Ileed (Rep., Me.) took the floor and
offered a word ot protest against cutting
off debate In this summary manntr. He
thought trure were members on the
Democratlo side who desired time to

their opinion of the Senate amend-
ments.

With something of a twinkle In his eye
he yielded ten minutes to Mr. Johnson,
the free trade, single taxer from Ohio.
Mr. Johnson Immediately launched a
protest against the special order because
it gave the House no opportunity to vote
sepatate Instructions on the different
schedule., especially en the subject of
sug r. He denounced the discrimination
In the sugar schedule In favor of the
Trust as criminal, and declared, amid a
burst of applause, that If the Sugar
Trust or any jther trust wai to legis-

late for the people. It made little differ-
ence whether that legislation was Im-

posed upon them by tho McKlnley or
the Gorman bill.

The order of the Rules Committee
was finally adopted by the House, and
Chairman Wilson was recognized.

There was a burst of hearty applause
from the Democratlo side as he arose
with the Tariff bill and disagreeing re-

port In his hand. His head was bound
with a silk handkerchief, which com-

pletely enveloped his face, covering his
eyes and falling to his mouth He
stood in the aisle, with a hand on the
desks at either sld. He sent the re-

port of disagreement to the Speaker's
desk, and it was read, briefly stating
the disagreement In toto.

Mr. Wilson said that he desired to be
complete In his statement, yet he recog-
nised that there were limitations neces-
sary. But ho could say within the
bounds of courtesy and propriety, that
lf the Senate conferrees had met the
House conferrees In the spirit of doing
good for tho whole people an agreement
could have fccen reached In one day.
Hut the Senate conferrees came fettered
with certain obligations to their col-

leagues In the Senate. Without stating
the nature or the strength of these obli-

gations, It sufficed to Bay that they were
against the principles of the House and
In line with the demands or great cor-

porate Interests.
Mr. Wilson said this developed an Ir-

reconcilable difference.
He said it In sadness that there ap-

peared to be no reconciliation of the two
positions. The House bill had been
framed with a view to redeeming the
pledges of the Democratic party. It
recognized the people rather than private
corporate interest. Rut the bill as It
came from the Senate, did not recognize

the great principles of the party.
Mr. Wilson next addressed himself to

the details of the disagreement. He said
the main difference had been upon sugar,
Iron ore, coal, silver, lead ore, some

features of the woollen schedule, some

of the Iron and steel schedules, and par-

ticularly steel rails and structural Iron.
"Dut," said he. "the great difference

has been on sugar."
He took up the sugar schedule in de-

tail, explaining the difference between
the Senate and the House. The Senate,
he said, had adopted a sugar schedule
which, whether true or not, had been
construed by the publlo and press of
the country as a concession to the
Sugar Trust.

"If It be true," said he, "that the
Sugar Trust has grown so strong that
it can say no Tariff bill can pass until
Its Interests are protected, then I hope
this House will never adjourn"

Mr. Wilson was cut short here by a
uurst ot applause which lasted half a
minute. Members threw documents In
the air and the gallery Joined In the
demonstration.

"If this be true," he continued, "I
hope this House will never adjourn until
refined sugar is put on the free list."

He passed tu an eloquent appeal for
the House bill. He said It had not only
been Indorsed by the people, but the
President of the United States had given
his approval to the scheme ot tariff re-

form created by the House. No man
had been more Intensely Interested In
this contest than the President.

(Here Mr. Wilson Introduced the Pres-
ident's letter, as It precedes this re-

port.)
At l.&O the motion to insist on the

House disagreement to the Senate
amendments was adopted without di-

vision, and tne bill was sent back to
conference, the Speaker appointing the
same conferrees as before.

of General Sessions.

Judge Cowing Disgusted with Ex-

pert Quinn's Testimony.

Dangerous-Lookin- g Dummy Homlis

A quantity of dangerous-lookin- g In-

struments were curried Into I'art I. of
the Court of Cener.il Sessions this after-
noon, to figure lu the trial of llumb-Carri-

John Kelly.
Kelly aim eapluied In the e.irly morn-

ing of March 12 last, In the company of
an unknown man, carrying a package
containing what the experts pronounced
to be dynamite bombs.

The Instruments referred to are mod-
els made to represent the nine cart-
ridges and three bombs found In Kelly's
possession. They are perfectly harm-
less.

A Jury wns selected at 3 o'clock this
afternoon, and Assistant District-Attorne- y

Martlne then opened the case
for the prosecution.

Lawyer Klngsley defended Kelly, who
sat besldu his counsel, his little twin-
kling eyes nppatently taking In eery-thln- g

going on about him.
Tlie first witness, Policeman David

Connor, of the West One Hundred und
Twenty-llft- h street station, related how
he Miw Kelly, on the morning In ques-
tion, in One Hundred nnd Twentieth
street, nnd arrested him, after the un-
known man had pHcapeil.

Kelly then told him that he had been
hired by a man In Urand street to carry
the bundle to Harlem Hrldge for Jl.W.

"Dut," said Council, "he uuh going In
the opiwBlle direction ut the time. We
took the package to the station-hous-

and while examining it there Kelly re-
marked: 'lie careful there might be
something In It tu do you liar nil'

"There were nine dynamite cartridges
uud three bombs tuude of Inch and a
half gasplpe, ten Inches long. There
was u fuse attached."

The witness stilted that the bombs
were taken to the dock at the foot of One
Hundred and Twenty-sixt- h street, but
nil efforts to explode them fHlled. They
were thrown Into the river at a point
where it was supposed they could be
readily fished out. When un effort wus
made to recover them, however, the
bombs could not be found, though the
river bed was thoroughly dragged in
that lrlnlty

Juhn Quliiu, who claimed thut he was
an expert handler of dynamite, and wus
an employee of the Fire Department,
took the htund at Mr. Marline's re-
quest. Qulnn Immediately showed that
he was not an expert. He could not tell
how dynamite wns manufactured, nor
could he tell the Jury what per cent, of
the explosive wns

Judge Cowing at lust Interrupted the
witness and snid that the case in hand
was of tuo berious n nature to be trilled
with.

"There Is no real evidence yet pre-
sented that 1 can eee, said
he, "and, ns I understand that
Mr. Murtlne has subpoenaed
