WOES OF A PRIVATE.

Lawson Says Ho Ib Perseoutcd
by a Provost Marshal.

Put in Jail Twico and Forced to

Pay Fines and Dues.

Claims that He Owpi Nothing and
Is Untitled to a Discharge.

A militiaman's lot In New York Is not
a particularly happy one. If Prlate
Frederick I.awvon, of Company A,
Twelfth Hegltuetit. N. O. S. N. Y , gives
a correct version of his troubles. He
says that though his live ycais' enlist-
ment term In the regiment expired last
October, he has been twice urrested by
the Regiment's Provost Marshal,

Sergeant John A Croker, locked
up In Ludlow Street Jail, and, after be-
ing Imprisoned several days, only re-

leased when he had paid fines aggre-
gating 1150 for at drills.

Lawson Is a butcher and works In
Kallman Ilros.' meat market at 1431

Third avenue. He was seen there by
an "Evening World" reporter this morn-
ing and told his woes In detail as fol-

lows:
"A week before I left the reglrnent I

told my captain, U. C. Smith, a dentist
at 50 West Thirty-fift- h strett, that I
was going out, ami asked how much 1

was In arrears, as I wished to square up
accounts. 1 said I thought I owed about
tS, and Smith answered, 'I'll think about
that.' I saw him twice again on the
same subject and received the same
answer.

"In February last Provost Marshal
John A. Croker told me he was going
to arrest me for owing $22. 1 told him
1 owed nothing, but finally paid It when
he threatened me.

"On July 2 Croker arrested me nnd
took me to Ludlow Stieet Jail, saying 1

owed til. I stayed In Jail till July 4, and
paid the money under protest. On July
1? Croker again antsted rue. and with-
out giving me any opportunity to send
word to my wife or friends, rushed me
off to Ludlow Street Jail again. This
time he said I owed VIA. I paid the
money next day under protest again. I
never received any notice up to that
time that 1 was lu arrears to the regi-
ment. Yesterday, for the first time, I
received a due notice from the regiment
for lin.Tfi. I suppose Croker will be
around again to arrest me.

"I claim my discharge Is correctly
due me, because my attendance percent-
age for my first three ears was 100

nnd for the last two years 60. which
entitles me to an honorable discharge.

"('roller's persecution has nearly
ruined me nnd would have cost me my
situation but for the kindness of my
employers, who believe as I do, that I

have been most outrageously treated,
and have stood by me. My lawyer Is
to see the District-Attorne- y and ascer-
tain If Croker has not acted Illegally, and
try to have him indicted."

Provost Marshal Croker resides In
Uutherford, N. J., and has a mall ad-

dress at IK Ulghth avenue. He was not
to be found by an "Evening World" re-

porter this morning. Cnpt. E. C. Smith
lives on Long Island. He Is away on a

EXPLOSION INJURES FIVE.

Gaa I.enU In n Lynn IlnlldliiK

E E. Strout, the owner of the building,
urrlved quickly, und with Policemen
Arthur Wells and Thomas Cryan, Watch-
man Eben Nagles and Fireman Samuel
Preston, entered the building and pro-
ceeded to the offices of the Lynn Elec-
tric Company, where the leak was lo-

cated.
Nagles carried n lantern, and ns soon

as he stepped Into the offices a loud ex-
plosion occurred. All of the men were
knocked down and covered with glnss
and debris. Every window in the build-
ing was blown out, and most of the par-
titions on the Ilojr where the explosion
occurred were demolished. Another po-
liceman, seated In the patrol wagon in
front of the building, was blown across
the street, but escaped rtrloux Injury.

All of the Injured men weie removed
to where It Is thought that
