One Non-Unioaist's House Blown
Up-—Bomb Under Another.
Shoeting in the Village Streets..-
A Night of Alarms.

AT DUNBAR.

Borough in the Hands of 2,000
Strikers, Many of Them Armed.

UNIONTOWN, Pa., July 2% -Dyna-
miters wer metive last night In the town
of Dunbar, just north of here. At 1
o'clock a large bomb was exploded un-
der the house of o non-union workman
named Vaugh in the centre of the town.

The bullding was blown to pleces and
the larger part of the fown was budly
shaken by the exploslon, Windows were
broken all over the borough and chim-
neys thrown from their position, The
family escaped without Infury. which |e
consldersd miraculous,

A short time later & dynamite bamb
was found under the house of William
Boden, another nan-unionist, The bomb
had evidently been thrown at the house,
but did not explode,

Last night was one of mortal terror
in Dunbar, the town being In the hands
of the sirikers. T'rom early In the
evening there was conslderable shooting
done, not only in the borough, but In the
surrounding country,

No one was shot. but It |s belleved the
object was to attract the attention of
the people to other points from those
At which the dynamiters were golng 1o
make thelr attack,

Many people remalned on the stroets
all night.

Nearly 2, sirikers have gathered
here to-day, for a meeting. Many are
ermd wWth guns and revolvers,

CINCINNATI, July 2—There was n
heud-end  eolllslon on tne Cleveland,
Clneinnatl, Chicago and $t.
