Chance for Supt Byrnes to Teach

a Lesson to the Men Who

Are "Fixed."

"Little Monte Carlo," as the shed in
which an Immense race gambling busi-

ness Is transacted Is known, has become
a grievous nuisance to decent resident
of Westchester County, and radical
steps are being discussed by them look-
ing to its removal.

This is one side of the case. On the
other hand, the proprietors of the den,
which dally attracts swarms of gam-
blers, touts, thieves, thugs, fakirs and
a miscellaneous horde of the human
dregs of this city into the county, se-

cure In their apparent Immunity from
molestation, and gratified by the swell-
ing volume of their business, are serene-
ly preparing for a much larger estab-
lishment. This new building will be
located nearer to the county line, and
will be a building 600 by 200 feet. Not
alone pool-sellin- but every variety of
gambling game, from baccarat down to
roulette. Is expected to be run on Just
as safe a basis as the poolroom is now
operating.

A Disgraceful Crowd.
The gamblers seem to have the call, so

far as progress Is concerned. Yesterday
the new pavilion was under way, and the
present one was doing an enormous
amount of gambling through the medium

) of the six "books," which are In the
unfinished shed, which was reopened
July 10. Not even a pretext Is made of
concealing the nature of the business
rarrled on under the name of the "Elec-
tric Telegraph Company of Westchester."

Hut a year ago a ride on Mr. Croker's
"Huckleberry" road, from Harlem Bridge
to West Farms, was a transformation by
slow stages from the hurly-burl- y of city
life Into the quiet of a last century vil-
lage. Yesterday an "Evening World"
reporter made the same trip In an elec-
tric car of the "Union Railway" under
circumstances never equalled In surface
car traffic In this city. An open car,
packed to the guards with an
dirty and disgustingly mob,
smoking, chewing tobacco, spitting on
floors, seats, clothing anywhere was tne
vehicle in which the ride had to be taken.

Little Monte Carlo.
A few women whose houses are In the

section reached only by this line timidly
entered the car. They were accommo-
datingly permitted to stand between two
rows of ruffians, who continued their ob-
scene language In unaltered tone. A

lgh of relief escaped each of the women
as she alighted from the car.

At the Bronx bridge the line terminates,
and here the string of passengers headed
into Ebllng's Westchester Park, so often
described, in which is located "Little
Monte Carlo." In the shed and under
the maples surrounding It were at least
3.000 persons yesterday. The place was
like an oven, and even the grove was
hot. Men and boys would rush In while
a race was being announced and then
throw themselves down on tables,
benches or the ground, deliberating on
the next race. In the road fakirs and
amblers shouted. Westchester people
on't travel on that road except when

they have to, knowing that it Is unfit for
decent persons even In the day time,
while at night it is considered unsafe.

Little Monte Carlo Is In Westchester

village, and, therefore, under the Imme-
diate supervision of the constables of
that place. Ho far as anybody has been
able to learn, no move has been taken
to secure evidence against any of the
six bookmakers. Far from It. Current
report has it that a berth on the con-
stabulary of Westchester is a sort of" Pantata" sinecure, with many golden
shekels, these days.

However this may be, members of the
Westchester police force were on the
grounds yesterday, and did nothing to
interfere with the lawless horde. One
or the constables arrived about noon on
a Mount Vernon car, stepped off blithely
and pulled a long slip from his pock"t.
A few minutes later, after a little figur-
ine, he was In the " ring" playing his
selection which the slip contained.

Appeals to the local police have had
no effect, and afternoon a
citizens' meeting is to be held at West-
chester In answer to a call made by
John Uriscom and Indorsed by the Itevs.
Ulendlnnlng and Tate. A notice has
also ben sent to the Western Union
Telegraph Company, stating that Its
wires were used to aid and abet a
pool-roo- contrary to law,

In making the people of the
northern half of an entire hemisphere
as uncomfortable as possible, Old Sol
hid behind a cloud this morning
and didn't report for business until
after 10 o'clock.

In the mean time, Sol's partner, Hu-
midity, loaded up the atmosphere with

1 per cent, of moisture. Humidity
played a star part last night also, to
the evident discomfort of a va-i- t major-
ity of the local population. Although
the mercury In the thermometer regis-
tered 3 degrees cooler than on the night
previous, yet 90 per cent, of humidity
for twelve hours made it close and
sultry.

The cool wave, which came In about
11 o'clock last night, is responsible for
the haze which hung over the North and
East Rivers up to S o'clock this morn-
ing, and for the heavy fog over the New
Jersey and New England coasts.

The cool spell Is enjoyed only in this
city, and northward throughout the New
England States. To the South and West,
as far as the Mississippi River, the tem-
perature is higher than it was yester-
day.

In Boston and Albany the mercury
was at 70 at 8 o'clock this morning,
while at Philadelphia, Washington,
Pittsburg and Milwaukee It was 80. By
a strange coincidence, St. Paul, Minn..Jacksonville. Fla.. and OalvsstanXex.,are all sweltering under M degrees of
heat.

In th extreme Northwest the tem-
perature has gone down rapidly, Rose-bur- g,

Ore., being the coolest place In theUnited States, with the thermometer at
46, and Helena, Mon., next at 60. Min-nesota. Illinois, Wisconsin and thelower lake regions are all hot, and stillheating with little prospect of achange for the better.

Weather Man Dunn expressed theopinion this morning that the local coolwave would not last the day out. Heexpects It to be warmer this afternoonand evening, with a prospect of thundershowers
will be generally fair andconsiderably warmer.

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CHINA MEANS TO WIN.

Japan May Dome Out Ahead in
the First Skirmishes.

But Millions Will Go Out Against
the Mikado's Troops.

Celestials Relieve They Will Drive
Their Enemies from Cores.

TIEN T8IN, China, July 27.-- The prav-It-y

of the situation Is fully realized here,
now that hostilities between China and
Japan have commenced.

Considerable anxiety Is expressed here
as to the result of the war. The general
opinion seems to be that, while Japan
may be looked upon aa likely to score
the first victories, the Chinese troops
will eventually drive the Japanese out
of Cores, even If millions of men have
to be sent to the front to do so.

In Government circles here It Is ad-
mitted that China and Japan are now
at war. The ofllclal announcement to
that effect may not be made for several
days, however, as, at the suggestion of
the representatives of the powers, pour-
parlers arc still In progress.

But nobody here, close to the authori-
ties at Pekln, believes for a moment
that the disputes between China and
Japan In regard to Corea can be set-
tled without a considerable amount of
bloodshed on both sides.

The Chinese and Japanese hate each
other, and now that the llrst shots have
been exchanged, and China has the
worst of the engagements, nothing but
a decisive struggle between the two
countries can be anticipate.

Japan has been preparing for this very
crisis for years, and for this reason, If
for no other, she will resent any Euro-
pean Interference.

The first overt act of war, as already
cabled exclusively to the Associated
Press, occurred on Tuesday last. Tae
Japanese fired on and sunk the steam-
ship Kow Bhung, belonging to Hugh
Mathleson ft Co., of London, which had
been chartered hyithe Chinese Govern-
ment to convey troops to Cores.

According to report a Japanese cruiser
sighted the Kow Bhung and ran within
easy range of her. She then signalled
the transport to put back. The trans-
port continued steaming ahead until the
cruiser fired a shot across her bows.

No attention being paid to this shot,
according to the story, the Japanese
cruiser opened fire upon the transport
In earnest, put a number of shot Into
her, and the transport eventually sunk
with all hands.

It Is believed that there must have
been about a thousand Chinese soldiers
on board. This, however, Is mere con-
jecture.

A number of trading boats belonging
to Chinese companies, which have been
Intimately connected with the Mnthle-son- s'

steamers, In the China coast trade,
have been taken over by Hugh Mathle-
son & Co., and will hereafter fly the
British flag.

So far as the two navies are con-
cerned, China has about thirty war-
ships, large and small, of which five
are fairly good armored ships, armed
with Krupp guns. In addition, she has
chartered a number of transports, and
and these are being armed as rapidly as
possible, and with the best guns China
Is able to procure.

The Japanese Navy also consists of
about thirty war vessels, Including five
armored ships, carrylpg Krupp guns.

It Is believed that the Japanese naval
officers are superior to those of China,
and the Japanese warships are also
believed to be In better condition than
the Chinese.

OUR MARINES AT SEOUL

Capt. Day Confirms the Ilrnort of
the Corean King's Capture.

(Or Associated Press.)
WASHINGTON, July 27,-- The King of

Corea is a Japanese prisoner. This was
the Important statemsnt contained In a
telegram dated yesterday, which Secre-
tary Herbert has received from Capt.
Day, of the United States steamer Bal-
timore, navr at Chemulpo, Corea.

Capt. Day also reported that he had
despatched a force of marlt.es from his
ship to Seoul, the capital, to protect
the United States Legation.

NOT NOTIFIED OF WAR YET.

Tha Jnpnnrsr Consul lln Implicit
Fnlch In IIIn f.ot rnimrnt

Mr. Maoyemon Hnvhlguchl, the Japan-
ese Consul at this port. Bat In his olllce
at 7 Warren street this noon smoking a
large perfecto and opening the Oriental
mall that had just come In.

Mr. Hashlguchl requires a second
glance to reveal his Oriental origin. He
wears his hair and an ample beard at a
I'arUlati rut and dresses like a New
York business man. At the same time
ho speaks English fluently and with Just
a slight accent.

He vas Interested in the despatches
printed In the morning papers announc-
ing the declaration of war between
Japan and China, but he had no official
Information on the subject He thinks
that his home ministry Is wise, and It
they declare war against China they will
bo amply able to make a very effective
campaign.

He conceded China her superior popu-
lation, but regarded the primitive mili-
tary tactics and equipments, to which
she still adheres as a serious disadvan-
tage.

The last telegram he received from
Japan came several days ago, when he
was Informed of the fight between Jap-
anese troops and a Corean mob in
Seoul. '

Among the papers In his mall sras
the Toklo Jl-J- l. The only thing la It

that the reporter could read was, sig-
nificantly enough, a part of the

American pistol manu-
factory. There was a large picture, rep-
resenting the murder and robbery of one
man by many.

The Consul explained that It illustrat-
ed an episode of twenty years ago,
when a Japanese student In Seoul was
robbed and murdered by a crowd of
Coreans nnd Chinese. That episode, to-
gether with remote and recent Incidents
that will Inflame the popular Japanese
mind against Corea and Chlpa, Is be-
ing published and Illustrated by the
Jl-J- l, which Is adding Its Influential
voice to the general clamor for war.

A call was made about the same time
at the Chinese Consulate at 26 West
Ninth street. A fat Chinaman with a
ilowery shirt hanging outside a pair of
blue paJamaH answered the bell.

A cloister-lik- e silence pervaded the
house and a few fantastic ornaments
could be seen Inside. Consul Shen Woon
was not to be seen Just then, and the
reporter was told to call again.

The Chinese Consul and his household
adhere to their native coBtumes and cus-
toms and have very little to say on mat-
ters uf public polity, which Is a very dis-

creet position to take when too much
talkee may cost the talker his head.

Report of the Committee on Pre-
amble I'resented at Albnuy.

(r Associated Press.)
ALBANY, July 27. The Committee on

Preamble and Bill of Bights this morn-
ing reported adversely Mr. Tucker's
amendment abolishing capital punish-
ment and substituting life Imprisonment
without hope of pardon; also Mr. Tuck-
er's amendment forbidding statutory lim-
itation In cases of death by accident oh
the rail.

The vote on this latter proposition was
8 to 3, a reversal of the former vote.

In the Committee, Mr. Dickey favored
the amendment, and Mr. Paulding, of
the New York Central Railroad, opposed
It.

The adverse report on capital punish-
ment ubolltton Is final and carries all
propositions with It.

There was no quorum when the Com-

mittee on Preamble met this morning
to act on the matter of gambling and
horse racing, and no action waa taken
on th- - Teport.

The Committee on Preamble reported
adversely Mr. Tucker's amendment for-
bidding Imprisonment for debt, and
also that compelling a Police Justice
to be on duty day and night to Imme-
diately try all persons arrested.

When the report on the amendment
to remove the limit for damages by
death was read In the Convention It
was by motion made a special order for
next Tuesday evening.

The Committee on Cities reported to-
day the plan for the government of
cities as sent out exclusively by the
Associated Press. It was received and
sent to the Committee of the Whole.
A minority report was made simply
disagreeing with some sections of It,
but not with the whole scheme. The
scheme does not touch city finances or
the city debt. i .
