He
had experimented with his brother"
watch only a little while before, he
snld, anl It iot him J3 50 to have it
demagnetized after he had carried It In
his pocket two das. Mot--t silver
watches acted the same way with him,
but the old Hngllsh watch he was carry-
ing had a double Inside case to It and
worked fairly well.

"I've never been able to tell whether
the average watch will run faster when
it Is In Its owner's possession or not.
There seems to be no rule on the subject,
but 1 can never regulate a watch on my
swlngboard thete and then give It to a
customer and have It keep good time.
Then there Is a variation with a change
In vitality. A wutch will ordinarily run
slower the longer It Is carried after
cleaning, because the oil dries and the
bearings are harder, but I have had
customers come to me nnd say that their
watches hid started up and gone to
gaining time several months after they
had been cleancJ. I Just tell them that
I can't account for It except on the
theory of a change In their own vitality
or temperament. It's one of those things
that cannot be explained, but It Is true,
nevertheless."
