sew Industries for Women.
A new Industry for women has sprung

up in Victoria. The Government has
promoted the establishment of a scent
farm. In addition to cultivating the
flowers, the manageress holds classes
to teach the process of extracting scent,
as well as the distillation of roses, lav-

ender, aid other flowers It Is Intend-
ed to combine scent-makin- g with bee-

keeping and poultry farming, all three
affording suitable employment for wo-

men. California boasts of a number of
women who own and manage large
farms and who make money and keep
healthy and happy In this work.

Crenni Soups.
These soups have white (veal or

chicken) stock or milk aa a basis, and
the different flavors are added by the
admixture of different vegetables. Dur-
ing the Summer, when there are vege-

tables in plenty, cream scups are especi-
ally good to use. The usual cookbook
recipe, which calls for a pint of peas
or beans to a quart of milk, may be so
modified that the vegetables left over
from yesterday's dinner may be utilized
in soups. In this way a cup
of peas or beans which would other-
wise be thrown away ls made of use,
and expense lessened. When made with
part veal stock and part with milk or
cream, e cream soup yields more nutri-
tion than the same amount of clear
soup. Soups of any kind should be used
as freely in Summer as In Winter, If not
more so, as this ls the time of the jear
when less meat should be used nnd
more of the other loods.
