Those familiar with the details of the
negotiations say that they Include fair
concessions from both Senate and
House.

On the three great Items of sugar.
Iron and coal, It Is denied with much
emphasis on the House side that the
Senate sugar schedule and the Senate i

rate on Iron would prevail and that the
House would be compensated by a
reciprocity clause on coal.

The House leaders resent this report,
saying that It would be equivalent to a
complete surrender to the Senate. It Is
stated by those leaders Informed of Die
facts that the sugar schedule will not be
that fixed by the Senate, nor the free
sugar of the Houso bill, but a middle
ground.

Friends of the Administration say
there Is a good prospect that the Presi-
dent's Insistence on free raw materials

free Iron ore and free coal will re-

ceive substantial recognition, and deny
as Impossible all reports that any agree-
ment wtld be on the basis of accept-
ing the faenatu rate on coal and Iron.

Chairman Holman, of the Democratic
Caucus Committee, conferred with the
Speaker and said afterwards thnt the
tariff situation had changed so materi-
ally for the better that the House
caucus would not be held for the pres-
ent.

In th Senate, as a whole, there la a
perceptible growth of sentiment In
favor of an early report of the bill in
some shape. The argument most fre-
quently heard Is that the business In-

terests of the country demand action at
as early a period as possible, and
that the bill should not be held In con-
ference longer than Is necessary.
