KILLED IN AN ICE-SI- FT.

Marie Lorenza's Fatal Quest for

Free Scraps of Ice.

She Is Caught ln the Holstins; Ma-

chinery and Crushed.

Marie Lorenza, thirty years old, of
631 Hudson street, while picking up
broken Ice at the dock of the National
Ice Company, on Thirteenth avenue,
between Jane and Horatio streets, at
8. IS thts morning was caught In the ma-
chinery used for hoisting the ice out
of the boats and almost instantly
crushed to death.

The ice dock consists of a platform about
300 feet long and abjut 6 feet high.

The body was taken
home later tn the day, and the Italian
colony tn the neighborhood were loud
In their lamentations and denounced the
Ice Company for not keeping people out
of danger.
