Up to the hour the trial commenced
the day had been one of the quietest
recently passed by the citizens of Lyons.
The Anarchists made no movement
whatever. Recently they have even
avoided oil mention of Caserlo's name.

The I'aUce of Justice was guarded In
the mut thoroueh manner.

Soldiers were deployed upon all ap-
proaches, while a double cordon of
troops surrounded the building Itself.
In addition, a company of Infantry was
posted In the entrance hall.

A platoon ot cavalry surrounded the
prison van containing the defendant as
it was driven at a gallop from the
prison of St. Paul to the Court-Hous- e.

Citserto's 3111,1 Appearance.
The crowd was distinctly disap-

pointed at the mild appearance of the
prisoner, but some people noted with
regret the curly, dark chestnut hair,
oval face and boylike appearance of
the blood-staine- d Anarchist.

Caserlo as ho marched to the dock
wore a somewhat strange costume. Ills
coat was of a yellowish color, his vest
and trousers were gray; he wore a white
Hilrt with a turned down collar and a
gray necktie. As soon as he was In the
dock his counsel, M. Dubreull, and XI.

Degeneral, professor of Italian at the
Lyons Business College, the latter hav-

ing been appoplnted Interpreter, ex-

changed a few words with the prisoner,
and Caserlo took his seat and the read-
ing ot the long Indictment began.

Hcndlnu of the Indictment.

BIG BATTLE COMING.

Chinese Northern FleotGots Under
Way for Corea,

Official Repirt Says tho Japanose

Were Beaten at Yashan.

Chinese tn Japan Placed Under
United States Protection.

(By Associated Press )

COI'ENHAdEN, Aug. 2. It Is official-
ly announced here that the Chinese
northern fleet, consisting of thirteen
vessels, has left Cheefoo for Corea. It
1b added that a battle between the Chi-

nese and Japanese may be very shortly
expected.

LONDON. Aug. 2. A despatch to The
Times from Shanghai says that reports
received '.here from foreign officials at
Seoul. t'le capital ot Corea, say that the
Chinese undei Gen. Yes on Sunday last
defeated the Japanese forces near Yas-
han. It Is added that the Japanese with-
drew to Seoul.

Twenty thousand Manchurlan Chinese
troops have crossed the Corean frontier
and are marching upon Seoul.

YOKOHAMA, Aug. 2.-- The Chinese
Minister at Toklo has demanded his
passports. The Chinese residents In
Japan are being placed under the pro-
tection "f the United States Legation.

SHANGHAI, Aug. 2. The steamer
Wuchang, which has arrived here, re-
ports that the Chinese fleet was at an-
chor at Wclhalwel on the evening of
July 31.

An official telegram received here from
Tlen-Tsl- n says that In the battles fought
July 27 and July 28, at Yashan, the
Japanese were repulsed with a loss of
over 2,000 men.

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 2. It is off-
icially announced that Russia, desiring a
settlement of the war between China
and Japan, will act In complete accord
with Great Britain In an effort to secure
an Immediate solution of the difficulty.

Falling this, Russia will not allow any
power to .take even partial possession of
Corea.

CHINESE WARFARE.

Vleiva'it on American Who Served
lii the Tal I'lnir Rebellion.

Cart. George W. O'Hair, of Virginia
City, Nev., can offer some Interesting
Information about the fighting qualities
of Chinese troops, now so much In ques-
tion. He was an officer In the Govern-
ment troops during the Tal Plng rebel-
lion that nearly disrupted China a gen-
eration ago.

Chatting with some friends in the Im-
perial Hotel, last night, the Captain said,
whetl the conversation turned upon the
Chinese-Japane- war:

"The Chines as a race are proverbial
cowards, but some honorable exceptions
to this quality have come under my ob-
servation, ana the behavior of their sol-
diers Is lamely affected by circumstan-
ces. It the Chinese are a peace-lovin- g and
timorous people It is due, perhaps, to the
long centuries of quiet which the Empire
has enjoyed, while Western nations
havo beru reared in the cradle of war-
fare.

"I was less than twenty years old and
In or anything when. In 1S81. the present
Viceroy, T.I Hung Chang, was bracing
himself for the final effort to down the
Tal Plng rebellion. That was one of the
most Liirtous revolts In all history. A
nobleman who had failed to pass the
customary literary examination required
to hold his peer.ge. gathered a band of
malcontents about mm in southwest
China and ravaged the Empire for four-
teen yeais.

"They would probably have over-
thrown the dynatty If the Government
had not employed European and Ameri-
can officers and done something to put
their troops or, a modern basis. Any
young fellow of Intelligence who wanted
the Job could get a Colonelcy, and I tool:
one and held It for two years of almost
continuous fighting.

"My regiment was of Cantonese, the
least respected of Chinese soldiery.
They were armed at first with ancient
matchlocks and wore cuirasses of quilted
cotton, and shields and bucklers of
wlckerwork. Later n partial equipment
of musket was obtained. The men took
readily to the drill, but when It came to
npplyfnc tactics to battle It was with
the greatest difficulty that formations
and morale could be kept up.

"Their notion of defeating the enemy
was to scare him oft by hauling on the
field huge, painted dragons and turning
somersaults, firing at random and utter-
ing fearful cries. The rebelo came at us
this way, and more than once the white
officers had to flee at this MuinDo Jumbo
business or be left alone on the field.
After awhile, when the effect of a few
volleys were seen, our troops braced up,
and I have been in several as gallant
charges with the bayonet as the Western
troops ever made. In success the men
were apt to be fierce and cruel and had
to be restrained from barbarities.

"I don't know whether I wholly In-

dorse Gem Ward, an American, and LI
Hung Chang's first military Instructor,
when he said that he could take Chinese
where white troops would not go, but I
am satisfied that the Japs will have
more than a rabbit hunt on their hands
In whipping China.

"The Chinese stand fatigue and physi-
cal suffering well. They are silent un-
der wound,-- , and as they have religious
scrupljs agfclnt amputation, often pre-

fer to die when a surgeon could save
them."

RETURNED TO THEIR LAIR.

WHEELS OF LAW BLOCKED.

Duffy's Answer to Flower an Insult
to the Intelligence of tho

Governor.

WHITE PLAINS. N. Y Aug. 2.-- The

rail which was no strangely made upon
"Little Mjtite Carlo" yesterday by Sheilff
Duffy Immediately after his counsel had
defended him against charges made to
Gov. Flower, by declaring the place a
"telegraph office," seems to have been
little else than a blurt.

A few moments before 1 o'clock nil the

Justice Thomas udmitteuthat tho prisoners had not been In Jail,
but had been at Leland's Hotel. .
"It Is said another raid will be made to-
day If business Is resumed at the " Lit-
tle Monte Carlo."

Tne prisoners when aire.sled gave the
names of Edward .Madden, Fiederick
Smith. Robert Leon, Thomas Ryan, Ed-
ward Kennedy and Richard Thomas. It
Is generally admitted here that most. If
not all, the names given are fictitious.

Assistant District-Attorne- y Verplanck
was Indignant at the way his office had
been treated In the matter.

"I protected last night," he said,
"against the bail being fixed at $1,000. I
wanted It J2.500, but Justice Thomas ruled
against m. Justice Thomas told me
only a few moments ago that he had re-
duced the ball to J&oo. and had con&entid
to accept certified checks In lieu of thesignatures of property holders. Again 1
protested, calling hid attention to thetact that It the prisoners were released
In that way they would doubtless returnat once and resume their lolatlon of the
law.

"My protests were of no avail. This
office Is doing everything In Its power
to break up the gambling and

in this county, but we seem
to be handicapped on every side by off-
icers who should help us."

Continuing, Attorney Verplsnck said
that while ne did not know it to be
true, he had learned from good au-
thority that the prisoners had not been
In Jail.

Sheriff Duffy, who is also the Jailer,
was not In his office. "Tho Evening
World" reporter called three different
times. The cleik In charge of the office
did ii'it ha , so he said, the slightest
Idea when the Sheriff was expected.
He thought DulTy was somewhere
around town. He didn't even know
where ho lived or where he was apt to
be. In the absence of Sheriff Duffy, the
clerk said it would be Impossible for thereporter to be allow pj to enter the Jail
and ascertain whether the prisoners
were there.

Guileless, unsophisticated Sheriff
Duffy, of Westchester County, has
a&sured Gov. Flower, through his coun-
sel, that the vile gambling den Just
across the county line, known as "Lit-
tle Monte Carlo," "Is not a gambling re-

sort, but a telegraph office, where men
telegraph their bets on hortes, which
are really made at the race tracks."
This Is his answer to charges preferred
by the Society for the Enforcement of
the Criminal Laws of the State.

Just how inuci of this statement of
Sheriff Duffy will be accepted by Gov,
Flower remains to be seen. That the
statement Is without a scintilla of balk-
ing Is beyond question. "Tile Evening
World" thallenges Sheriff Duffy and the
proprietors of the place whlc.i his false
statement attempts to protect, to the
extent of pulling the wool over the Gov-
ernor's eyes, to produce a single lota of
evidence to proe that anything like a
regular telegraph business Is being con.
ducted there, or that one cent Is sent,
by wire or by other means, to the tracks
upon which the bets are made.

"The Evening World" reporter who
wrote an expose of tho foul den, which
was printed last Friday, found direct
evidence t' the contrary, according to
tho assurance of one ot tho "telegraph
office" employees.

On that day a bet was made at "De-
partment E" on Dauntless for the place
ut Saratoga.

The reporter was handed a card bear-
ing a number printed In red ink, which
corresponded with the number of entry
of his bet on the bookmakers' tally-shee- t.

Seeing that the face of the
card pretended to be a message blank,
he starteil to fill It up.

"That's all right," said the man at
the window. "You Just keep that. We
have got the bet down all right on the
sheet.

Here was an absolute refusal to do a
telegraph business, and a further perusal
of the card furnished still more revela-
tions to cause wonder. The back of the
ticket was covered Kith a lot of ridicu-
lous rules regarding- - "money transfers" I

by the Telegraph Company. The i
face of the card bears the title "Electric
Telegraph Company, of Westchester."
