n September, and that forfeits of from
" to $10 a day are provided for.

no provisions were made that
ontractors would have to pay current

wages, he has been advised that this
vas not necessary, for contractors are
supposed to be familiar with the law.
Ml contractors have given security, so
t is possible that those getting the
iward after May 10 may be obliged to
iay union wages. The courts may have
o decide what Is required from those
rcelvlng contracts before May 10.

A walKtng delegate said this morning
hat the pretent action has been taken
o bring the Board of Education to time,
ind that first-cla- contractor are In
Hearty sympathy with the unions.

"The city la so slow In paying for
work that good contractors hesitate to
take Jobs " he said, "and smaller firms
bid to closely that they must pay less
than union wages. Provisions should
have been inserted in the contracts pro-
viding that in accordance with the act
of May 10, current wages should be paid,
and when that was not done the Boaid
of Education Is responsible."

Supt. Snyder said y that he could
set a quorum of the Board of Education
together in a few hours. He could not
Fay when a meeting would be culled.

At the Board of Education this after-
noon It was stated that the only school
buildings on which the progress of work
has been seriously affected are those at
r'Iftv-secon- d Btreet near Eighth avenue.

Stuy vesant Club Member Charged
with Disorderly Conduot.

Greenwald in Turn Accuses Police-
man Conway.

Benjamin Greenwald. thirty years old,
of 164 East One Hundred and Eighth
stre.it, a member of the 8tuyvesant
Club, was arraigned In Harlem Court
this morning, charged by Policeman
James H. Conway, of the,East One Hun-
dred and Fourth street station, with
having acted In a disorderly manner
last night ut One Hundred and Eighth
street and Third avenue.

The Htuyvesant Club had a clam-bak- e

and picnic yesterday at College Point,
and when the boys returned at about
9.3u o'clock last night to their club-hous- e

on One Hundred and Sixth street, near
Third avenue, they were welcomed by
a crowd or ftlenila. Honttrc3 were blaz-
ing, Hnd Third avenue In the vicinity
ot the club-hous- e mas choked with cneet-In- g

crowds.
In airaignlng Ureenwald, Policeman

Conway said that he found the prisoner
building bonfires and making a great
noise. Ha also Interfered with the off-
icer when the latter wuh clearing the
street of women who weie obstructing
the sidewalk.

Greenwald said that while he was
pushing his way along Third nvenue at
One Hundted and Eighth street he met
rollceman Conway, who saluted him
with 'Hello, Uen." A moment iBter,
says Greenwald, the policeman vs talk-
ing gruttly to some women, among them
being Mis. Amelia Sterns, who keeps a
newsstand at one Hundred and .Seventh
street and Lexington avenue. The po-
liceman, Greenwald says, was inoco
harsh than was necesiary.

"Don't abuse those women that way,"
said UreenwAid.

Conway made some gruff reply, but
after excnanglng a few words with him
Greenwald says he took the policeman
Into u suloon and treated him. About
fifteen minutes later Greenwald aay
that Conway again began to abuse Hit:
women. Greenwald again remonstrated,
and Conway, with an oath, said:

"Now I've got you," and took Green-
wald to the station house, where u charge
of disorderly conduct was made.

When Grecnwald's fellow club members
heard of his arrest they bent for Leopold
Krcllshelmer, of 1969 Third avenue, who
gave bonds tor Grecnwald's lelease.
Greenwald 'hen wanted to make a charge
of drunkenness against the policeman,
but the sergeant refused to take tt.

Louis Greenwald, a brother of the
Krlsoncr, said that Conway could not

at 12 o'clock last night, he
having refused to answer roll call. He
said that another officer, who was sent
by the. Sergeant to Conway's home,
found the latter lying on the bed In his
uniform, and that he had been drinking.

Conway denied that he had been
drinking. While making the charge this
morning he appeared perfectly sober.
Among the policemen of the precinct
Conway bears a good reputation.
