Police Justice Ingram Scores Lone

Island City Loafers.

Kinrs Srlirnedcr's Prisoner In Spite
or the Policeman's RelucUnre.

Justice James Ingram has made up hla
mind lo put a. stop to the Interference
with the police of Iong Island City by
loafers and hungeis-o- n about the cor-

ner!'. The police are contlnuully being
ussaulted and harassed by toughs.
This morning he created quite a sensa-
tion In the court-roo- by announcing
that he did not Intend to permit them
to go unpunished any mure.

This announcement was made when
the case of Mlchuel Fallon, u member
of the Palsy Bannon Association, the
"Tammany Hall" organization of Long
Island City, was called. July 24 the As-

sociation gave a chowder at College
Point. When the members returned to
Long Island City thut night, a mob of
men, numbering "0, entered Uannon's
saloon, over which the Association
meets, and took u parting round of
drinks.

The crowd became disorderly, and a
light ensued, resulting in a small-size- d

riot, which had to be quelled by the
police. Policeman Schroeder was set
upon by a gang and badly used. Fallon
whs airested as the ringleader and the
man who assaulted the policeman.

Waeu the case was called this morn-
ing, Schroeder, cither from fear of vio-
lence from the hands of the members of
the Association or from some other
cause. Feemed to have forgotten every-
thing that happened. This angered Jus-
tice Ing-a- Turning In his chair

tho iiollceman ho salJ:
"See here, officer, I don't want this

thing smothered ut all. There are a lot
of fellow. In this city who think they
car. do what they like with the police, I
want to teach the corner loafers and
loungers that this Court will uphold the
police In their duty, and that the loafers
must let the police alone."

1'iillceniin Scnroeder reddened In the
face and became much confused at the
dressing out that Justice Ingram gave
him. Schroeder then wanted the blame
to be put on Frank Ilcldy, who escaped
at the time of the riot.

Fillon denied assaulting Schroeder, hut
Justice Ingram took little stock In his
denial and fined him J15, or fifteen days'
Imprisonment.

One day III May last he visited Now
York on business, returning utter dark,
In his absence his horse had strayed
away, nnd Onldsteln started out lo lluill
him. Before going he put on un extra
pair of trousers, us the air wub chilly.

It was after midnight when he left1
his home, and nothing has ever been
learned of him since. The horse re-

turned of his own uccord in a day or
two.

A few days later the body of a man
was found on the track at Perth Am-bo- v.

The coat and vest on Ibis body was
Identined by Mrs. Goldstein us belonging.
to her husband. II Is believed that'
Goldstein was robbed and murdered by
some tramp, who concealed the body in
the woods, and that the trump was him-
self subsequently killed by a Pennsyl-
vania train. The fact that the coat and
vest found In the woods here had never
been seen by .Mrs, GuldMeln, tends to
ccflrm this theory.

The size of the body and tho time It
ban uioiiabiy lain m the woods corre-
spond with Goldstein's body and the
time he hus been missing.
