It Is
believed here that the affidavits made by
Capt Galsworthy and Chief Officer Tarn-pll-

of the Kow Shlng. were signed un-

der compulsion. Capt. Galsworthy and
his companions were taken from Che-

mulpo to Saeebo, on July 3, and were
released on Aug. t.

Col. on Hannekln has forwarded the
following statement at the request of
the Indj-Chln- a Company: .

"The Japanese cruiser Nanlwa, during
the morning of July X, ordered the Kow
Shlng to anchor. She obeyed, and some
Japanese officers boarded her and ex-

amined the ahlp's papers. They were
quite satisfied that she was a British
steamer, but they ordered the Kow Shlng
to follow the NaniRa to Japan. Capt.
Galsworthy of th Kow Bhlng, declined
on the ground thaf the Chinese troops
on board the transport would not permit
him to do so.

"The captain then asked for permis-
sion to return direct to Taku. from
which port he had cleared In time of
peace. The Japanese did not reply, and
hoisted a signal notifying us to leave
the steamer Immediately. Capt. Gals-

worthy also declined to do this, as the
Chinese troops would not permit him.

"Then the Nanlwa, without any
further warning, discharged a torpedo
at us and opened fire upon us with her
guns. The Kow Shlng sank about thirty
minutes after the- - torpedo exploded at
her side.

" While swimming 1 saw a Japanese
boat lowered, heavily armed, which fired
Into the Kow Hhlng. The Chinese fired
their rifles at the Nanlwa. at tho swim-
ming men nnd also at their own country-
men on board, with the view that all
should perish together."

While the Japanese Minister and suite
and the Japanese Consul were leaving
Tlcn-Tsl- on Aug. 3, they were attacked
by a crowd of Chinese soldiers, who
seised their baggage and threatened
them with personal violence. The Vice-

Rumor of a Hcbate Overcharge of
Over 97,000,000.

Sir, Helnhart himself stated that so
far as he had seen Mr. Little's report
It was practically correct, but that he
(Relnhart) differed with .Mr. Little re-
garding the I7,0u0,0nu Item, but only as
one accountant might dhfer with an-
other as to how certain matters should
be put on the books.
