Quick, in conversation with Policeman
Kearns, said that the prisoners were
not guilty of the theft of Wilson's
watch, as he had taken it himself dur-
ing the row. Quick said he had sold the
watch for DO cents to a man named
Adams, who Is a brakeman on the Del-
aware and Lackawanna Railroad, and
that the watch had not been returned
to Wilson, as the latter had sworn.

Quick waa arrested. He told Justice
MrMahon this morning that no one had
stolen the watch, but that he was In
company with Wilson when the latter
sold the watch to a man before they
entered McGlvney's saloon. Wilson now
claims he was too drunk to know what
wi.s going on.

The Justice paroled the bartender.

GQXEY1TES SEIZE A TRAIN.

Three of Carl Browne's Followers
Lodged in Jail.

Now York Police Will Prevent the
" Invasion of Wall Street."

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., Aug. 7.-- The

police of May's Landing were off their
guard this morning, and allowed the
Coxeyltes who are at that place to
seize a freight train on the West Jersey
Railroad.

When the Commonwealers got on the
train they were forced to ride fifteen
miles to Pleaaantvllle, Three of them
continued to this city, where they were
promptly arrested and locked up.

THE FLURRY IN CHICAGO.

Pnnlckjr Scenes In the Hoard of
Trnilr na Corn Shot Upward.

(Dy Associated Press )

CHICAGO, Aug. 7. The Board of
Trade was the scene of a wild buying
panic corn shooting up at a dizzy
gait and carrying wheat with It. The
drought In the corn belt wns unchecked,
the Weather Bureau showed no signs of
relief from the blistering winds that
are sweeping over Western corn fields,
withering the growth and destroying
the crop, and excited brokers clustered
about the corn pit eager to buy.

At the tap of the bell a wild struggle
tor holdings began. Snorts were frantic,
and at every Jump In the price, with Its
consequent losses to them, fought more
fiercely for cover. Before 10 o'clock
corn had gone up seven cents In the
long and sensational Jump, and wheat,
with Its heavy load of bearish Influences,
had struggled 2 up the scale.

The visitors' gallery was soon filled
with spectators, who climbed upon the
seats and leaned over the railings, watch-
ing the yelling, howling mob of specula-
tors on the floor. Holders, with visions
of sudden wealth, held on to their grain
until offerings weye as scarce as rain-
storms, and shorts, with visions of
equally sudden disaster, grew wilder as
the session advanced.

Tho market, which a few weeks ago
apparently had no bottom, now seem-
ingly had no top, and, passing wheat,
corn continued In an advance that has
seldom been equalled on the Chicago
Board for sensational features.

OATS OPEN HIGHER.

BEWARE OF THE NEXT CAR.

The Double-Trai- n on Third
Avenue la Dnnarerona.

The train system lately Introduced on
the Third avenue cable line offers, as It
Is now practised, a fresh source of dan-
ger to the patrons of the line and to
citizens In that thoroughfare generally.

The first danger is from the un-
guarded Interval between the two cars.
The New York public Is not yet ac-
customed to the train system on surface
roads, and men In a hurry alighting
from tho first car of the train In mo-
tion, are apt to dash behind the first
car and In front of the second car.
This danger is obviated In other cities
by closing the space with a gate, fold-
ing upon one car and hooking upon the
other.

The conductors complain that signals
to stop and start can be given from therear car only with great dlftlculty and
much uncertainty. The method Is for
the conductor upon the first car to re-
lay the signals to the grlpman In front.
If the conductor happens to be forward
In his car he cannot hear the rear
signals.

The conductors also complain that the
Company compels them to make Ave
round trips dally on a ten-ho- schedule.
They say that they lose two hours nnd
a half every day, and have to work this
extra time without compensation.

Wilson's confession clearly Illustrates
one point that Is that the crime was
committed by the political enemies of
Oen. Tarsney, and that the criminals
were not the outcasts of the Bull Hill
army, but men of higher standing In the
community.

According to Wilson's story, the men
engaged In the disgraceful enterprise
were Sheriff Bowers, his Deputy Hherlff,
Bob Mulllns, Capt. Baxton, uf Troop A.
Sergt. William Bancroft, of Troop A;
Deputy Sheriff J. H. Wilsorf, Deputy
Quackenboss, Sherman Crumley, Wal-
ter Crumley, "Shorty" Allen, Smith
Shellenbarger, and perhaps one or two
others, Including a woman. The police
now have three confessions those of
Wilson, Parker and a prisoner In the
El Baso County Jail, who Is being held
as a witness to n murder committed In
Cripple Creek. These men will all be
taken before the Grand Jury now sit-
ting In Colorado Springs.

The conspiracy originated at Gillette,
and continued to grow until Tarsney was
found unguarded In the Alamo Hotel.

The deputy sheriff at Divide heard the
false report from Denver that Tarsney
had uttered the remark: "1 hope that
every man In Bow era's army will be
shipped home In u collln." The night
the militia arrived at Gillette and
camped near the deputies. Wilson. Allen
and others. brt"cked up by Bob Mulllns
and members of the company from the
El Paso Club, arranged a scheme to kid-
nap Tarsney on the spot, but for some
reason thU was abandoned.
