Every man In the ring, sav those
bookmakers running books for Wal-
baum, signed the paper. Wolbaum's
bookmakers were not permitted to sign.

After the petition was presented to
Mr. Walbaum th Utter said that he
didn't want to keep Orannon out of the
ring, and that Orannon had said that
he was going to qnlt anyhow.
