RIGID INQUIRY TO BE MADE.

The Suicide Killed Aged August
Loeffler in Heide's Candy
Factory Last April.

Charles Miller, twenty-six years oid,
awalting trial for the murder of August
Loeffier at Heide's candy store,in Frank-
lin street, April 18 last, cut his throat
with & razor in his cell in the Tombs
Prison this morning, and died a few
hours later at Bellevue Hospital.

ALY o'clack this morning, as on every
day of the year, the cells were thrown
open and the prisoners allowed to go  out

Into the corridors for an hour's exer-

Miller's eell, which he shared with
George Dougherty, also held for homi-
cide, was No, €7 on the second tler of
the northeast section of the old prison,

Keeper Henry Lane had charge of
thut part of the prison, and promptly
on the hour walked down the tier, open-
Ing the cell doors,

Dougherty came out Immediately, and
elthough  Miller remalned within the
keeper put off tnguiry until he returned,
Five minutes later he turned back,
seurclilng the cells In the reverse order
o which they had been openead, Cell
1 was the third,

When told that he had committed sul-
cide by using a razor, Mrs, Grimm wrung
her hands and between sobs sald in
German to another young woman who
whas in the room:
“He epald that he eould get anything
for money in the Tombs. 1 suppose they
must have sold him the razor”™
The young womnn whom she ad-
dressed =ald that she wus the wife of
a coudin of Miller, and lived In West
Hoboken. Bhe refused, however, 1o give
her name. 8he had only shortly before
arrived and was going to msccompany
Mre, Grimm to the Tombs
Mrs, Mary Hoffmun, who had visited
Miller In company with Mrs. Grimm
lust Monday, s the landlady of 624 East
Thirteenth street, and was uctuated
wolely by compassion, Mra, Grimm sald,
in calling on the prisoner,

Miller had llved with the Grimma for
the last threa yeurs. i
“Hut 1 knew him since he was a boy,
moaned Mra, Urimm, *“and would have
trusted him with my life. He was not
only and honest, but he was an
eptle and Kind-hearted as o woman.
?ne\rer would have thought him capable

of committing u crime.

Mre. Grimm and the other young wo-
man afterwards left for the Tombs, buat
did not take the purcel of food along.
Dougherty, who ovecupled the cell with
Miller, was Instantly and closely ques-
tioned. He declared positively that he
had never seen Miller's razor, and did
not kpow that the man had one,
Dougherty Is & race track follower, ac-
cused of calling FBd Meyer, another man
of the same occupation, to his door at
1503 Avenue A, the night of July 6 last,
and shootlng him dead,

On the morning of April 19, r}nmuat

LoeMer, sixty-three years of age,
wan found dead in the basement
of Henry Helde & Co.'s randy factory,

188 Franklin street. His skull had been
erushed in with a club or some blunt
inutrument and his face covered with a
handkerchlef and an old gunny sack,

LoeMer was u night watchman in the
factory, und it.was found that his trip
watch had stopped at 1 5 W "
canh drawer of the office had been pried
open and robbed of 517,

The scene of the crime ln only a
stone's throw from the Leonard street
police station, Quick work on the part
of the detectlves fustened the murder
on Mlller, who had formerly worked In
the candy factory, but had been dis-
charged about thres weeks before,

He wus seen hanging about the place
at O o'clock in the afternocon of the pre-
vious day. He subsequently admitted
having concenled himself behind a ple
ot bags, where he fell usleep. Loefflor
found him and shook him violently to
wwnken him,

In the struggle thuat ensgued, Miller
killed the old man with club una
subsequently s belleved to have used
heavy hammer on the body to make
sure the job was well done, Miller then
rifted the money drawer and fled.

Miller afterwards mude a statement
to the police that the encounter with
LoeMer occurred when the old man
caught him robbing the money drawer.

Miller was born twenty-flve years ngo
in Pfalz, Germuany. He came to New
York elght years ago.

INSANE AND A SUICIDE.

Disclosores of the Auntopsy on the
Bowery Hay Beach Unknown,

NEWTOWN, L. L, Aug, 9.—After hav-
Ing made an autopsy on the body of the
man who drifted ashore, with his hands
strupped together, at Howery Ray
Beach, yesterday afternoon, Dr, A,
Combes, gave it as his opinlon to-day
thitt the man was insane und had com-

mitied suicide,

The doctor sald that he found that
the man had been sufferiig from dys-
prpela, and that be had had nothing to
eat for at lenst a day before he was
drowned, The doctor Is vonvinesd thid
the man was out of his mind, and, from
the manner in which his hande wers
tied he thinks he manacled himself and
then sought death to get rellef from his
"ﬂ.-ﬂ“ﬁﬂ\e are now convineed that the
man Killed himeself. and they think that
possibly he esciped from some lusane
agylum. The fact that he had nothing
in his poekets, nnd that his hands were
woft, showlng that he did not perform
mannal labor, s lookad upun as contirs
mautlon of this theory,

Coroner Brandon will hold
