The LutterWas Found Murdered In
a torn Field.

N. J.,
was arrested this morning at Mllford,

physician at Rlecelsville, where ha

a large practice. About a year
ago he created considerable scandal by
his attentions to Miss Parmella Hay-loc-

a young woman, who
resided In the Immediate neighborhood
of the doctor'9 office. To silence the
gossips, Dr. Nixon and Miss Haylock
gave out a story to the effect that they
had been married, but this was (ubse-quenU- y

denied.
Early last month It was rumored that

Miss Haylock had given Irth to a child,
and that It had died. The fact that
nothing definite was known of the In-

cident was the time by those living
near Miss Haylock's residence, was
deemed strange.

J. S. Hunt, a farmer, found the de-
composed body of an Infant In his corn-
field last Monday. There was a wound
In Its head, and It bore every evidence
of having been murdered.

Coroner Hagerty, of Phlllpsburg, was
notllled, and an Inquest was held the
same day. The Haylock Incident was
recalled, and suspicion pointed to Dr.
Nixon as the father of the child.

A number of women testified to the
birth of Miss Haylock's child, and
swore It was born alive and strong.
They cared for it for a few days, and
then turned It over to Dr. Nixon. After
a time, Dr. Nixon told them the child
was dead

Dr. Kline, of Phllllpsburg. examined
the body, and swore that the child was
born alive, and that It had been killed
by a small instrument that had been
forced into Its head.

At this point In the examination Dr.
Nixon left the room. He took to the
woods, and was not heard of again until
his capture at Mllford to-d-
