"That Ib Impossible'," she finally gasped.
"Why. he wan not sick when I saw him
last Monday." ...When told that committed sul-

fide by using a razor, Mrs. Grimm wrung
he hands and between sobs said In
German to another young woman who
wus in the room:

"He said that he could get anything
for money In the Tombs. I suppose they
must have sold him the razor."

The young woman whom she ad-
dressed said that she was tho wife of
a cousin of Miller, nnd lived In West
Hoboken. Bhe refused, however, to give
her name. Bhe had only Bhortly before
arrived and was going to accompany
Mrs. Orlmm to the Tombs.

Mrs. Mary Hoffman, who had visited
Miller In company with Mrs Grimm
last Monday, Is the landlady of 524 Kant
Thirteenth street, and was actuated
solely by compassion. Mrs. Grimm said,
In calling on tho prisoner.

Miller had lived with tho Grimms for
the last threo years.

"But I knew him since he was a boy,
moaned Mrs. Grimm, "and would have
trusted him with my life. He was not
only good und honest, but he wus uh

and kind-hearte- d as a woman
never would have thought him capable

of committing a crime.
Mrs. Grimm and the other young wo.

.man afterwards left for the Tombs, but
did not take the parcel of food along.

Dougherty, who occupied the cell with
Miller, was Instantly and closely ques-
tioned. He declared positively Hint ho
had never seen Miller's razor, and did
not know that the man had one.

Dougherty Is a race track follower, ac-
cused of calling Ld Meyer, another man
of the same Occupation, to his door at
1D03 Avenue A, the night of July C Inst,
and shooting him dead.

On the morning of April 19, August
Loeffler, slxtl -- three years of age,
was found dead In the basement
of Henry Helde & Co 'a randy factory.
183 Franklin street. His skull had been
crushed In with a club or some blunt
Instrument and his face coverod with a
handkerchief and an old gunny sack.

Loelller was a night watchman In the
factory, and It was found that his trip
watch had stopped at 1 A. M. The
cash drawer of the office had been pried
open and robbed of (17.

The scene of the crime Is only a
stone's throw from the Leonard street
police station. Quick work on the part
of the detectives fastened the murder
on Miller, who had formerly worked In
the csndy factory, but had been dis-
charged about three weeks before.

He was seen hanging about the place
at 5 o'clock In the afternoon of the pre-
vious day. He subsequently admitted
having concealed himself behind a pile
ot bags, where he fell asleep Loenler
found him and shook him violently to
awaken him.

In the struggle that mailed. Miller
killed the old man with a club and
subsequently Is believed to have used a
heavy hammer on the body to mike
sure the job was well done. Miller then
rilled the money drawer and fled.

Miller afterwards made n statement
to the police that the encounter with
Loeftter occurred when the old man
caught him robbing the money drawer.

Our Boat Runs Too Closo to tho

Shore and Meets with a
Slight Mishap.

COWEH, I3LU OF W1C1HT, Aug. 9.

Vigilant, iirltannlu, Satunlta, Meteor,
Corsair and Nomura were entered
for yachting event, the Town
l'rlzc of flou, presented by the in-

habitants of the town of Cowes,
for all yachts of not less than
thirty tons belonging to any recognized
yacht club, but only Urltannla and Vlgl- -

.hint started,
They sailed over what Is known as the

Queen's course, somewhat less than fifty
miles (forty-seve- n miles estimated),
which vurles nq cording to whether the
yachts arc ordered to start to the east-
ward or to the westward. The Sailing
Committee, selecting the best wind, de
cide this point previous to the starting-gu- n

being fired. This morning the Com-
mittee sent the yachts away to the
westward. There was a stlfllsh wind
blowing.

Vigilant as on Saturday, al-

lowed 2m. 4s. to Britannia.
As the hour for the start. 10 30 A, M.,

draw near the excitement Increased,
every move of tho racers being watched
with Intense eagerness by tho crowds
ashore and afloat.

Vigilant at first cruised about with-
out a club topsail; but the soon followed
llrltannla's example and hoisted her
Jack-jurd- just us the gun was being
primed for firing, ,

Tho Yankee sloop, was a. little
too soon and, nevlng the line slightly
ahead of time, she hud to hold up for a
few seconds. Urltannla crossed first,
and at once began to open up a gap be
tweeu hr and Vigilant.

While the ya6hts were beating back
to Cowes the challenges made by Mr
George J. Gould were widely discussed.
Mr. Gould yesterday evening formally
Issued u chullenge for the Cape May
Cup, won by Ucnesta, In American wa-
ters, In ISSo. Slnco then the cup has
passed In succession to I rex and Wen-du- r.

while th Brenton Itoef Cup, also
brought to this country by the Genesta,
remained In the keeping of the Boal
Yacht Squadron until challenged for
last year by Navahoo, which acht
eventually recaptured that trophy In a
race around Cherbourg Breakwater und
back. 120 miles.

Mr. Gould declared, Informally, at the
Iloyal Yacht Squadron Cistle, that he
Is willing to sail three races against
Britannia for a purse of fl.ooo. It Is

that If those races are arranged,
they will be sailed as nearly as
Dosslble upon the basis of the Interna-
tional yacht races sailed In the United
States.

Emperor William, of Germany, on'

this afternoon, and Immediately began

ANNOYED Of CLOUDS OF SOOT.

WeBt Twenty-Biit-h Street Resi-

dents Complain of a Plant.

Health Board 'Will Sue the KdUon
Illuminating Company.

Henry Stcincrt, attorney and coun-
sellor to thu Board of Health, Jias been
directed by City Sanitary Superintend-
ent, lie. Ctturles H. Roberts, to begin
suit against the Kdlson Electric Illu-
minating Company, for, It Is alleged,
falling to obey an order of the Board
of Iliultli tu suppress a nuisance said
to be maintained by the Company.
Notice of the action will be served upon
11. A. Campcll, Superintendent of the
Company,

For the last six months scarcely a
wrik bus elapsed thut one or more com-
plaints ugalnst Ihe Company's plant at
17 to SI West Twenty-sixt- h street have
not bean entered. The complainants were
residents of the neighborhood, who stated
thut the showers of cinders, soot and
dust coming from the big chimneys air
most continually made life In the vicinity
almost a hardship.

Clothes hung out on the roof lines to
dry were smeared with Boot and sprin-
kled with cinders, It was alleged, and
when windows were opened to air the
rooms of dwellings for any length of
time the deposits were so extensive as
to make the rooms almost unfit for
habitation. i"

To keep verandas anywheres near the
plant clean wus out of the question. The
air, tlie complainants allege. as at
times so laden with the myriads Af little
black specks that after sitting dlislde or
near an open window for a half hour It
became necessary to Indulge Itvan ablu-
tion of soap and hot water In order to
present a cleinly uppearance.

Inspectors of the Board of Health
began Investigations as early as last
March, and reported that the nuisance
complained of really exlstedc Orders to
abate the same were Issued, and the
Company promised to tuke heed, but
the complainants found no relief. The
same conditions continued to prevail,
until finally the City Improvement So-
ciety took hold of the mutter and found
out what tho trouble was.

It was ascertained that there were no
screens In the chimneys, and that the
draught wus so greut that at times when
extra coaling up was necessary soot and
cinders were belched forth In little
clouds

The officers of the Company promised
to put In screens und. If necessary, to
make such other Improvements as
might be found necessary In order to
prevent the escape of soot and cinders.
Whether the promise was kept or not,
does not appeur Complaints, however,
kept cumlngln to the Hoard of Health,
and Inspectors kept on Investigating,
but the hoped for relief was not forth-
coming, Finally, the authorities tired
uf dllly-dallln- g and determined to take
the matter to the courts.
