Miller had no
money with which to bribe any of the
employees If It were possible to do such
a tiling, which 1 doubt. I have made a
leport to the Commissioners of Chnrl-tie- s

nnd Correction."
Mrs.' Anne Grlrnm, of D24 East Thir-

teenth street, with whom Miller lived
before his nrriMt, hns engaged Under-
taker Duffy, of Kast Twenty-sixt- h street,
to take charge of Miller's remains and
give them decent burial. Duffy hi,, inter
tho remains In Lutheran Cemetery to-
morrow afternoon.
