The Senate adjourned In the middle
of this a'tcrnoon out of nn executive
session Into which It had been plunged
by the members who wished to dodge a

ote on Mr. Hill's resolution, colling tho
tariff conferrecs to account. The open
session wus marked chiefly jij rf dl8'f
ln'jloh of what would ijecoAe 'of trie'
Mil In cate'of a disagreement In con-

ference whuthcr It' 'would ijo back to
the House or to the Senate. '

In the course of this debate, a very
clerr Intimation was Riven that the
House Turirf conferrees had the Tariff
bill In their actual possession, and
Senator Faulkner, In the course of a

hinted at a plan, not yet fully
decided on. by which the bill was to
be speedily put Into shape for the Pres-
ident's action.

Apparency In line with Senator Faulk-
ner's Intimations was the action of
Ppeakcr Crisp and the House conferrees
Sii circulating a petition for another
House caucus. Ir. connection with the
talk about this step, Representative
Doekery said "It Is always darkest Just

) 1 fore dawn. This seems to be the
darkest hour for tariff reform, but we

' hope It Is the hrur before dawn."
The response to the petition came half

an hour after the House met at noon,
when Speaker Crisp's son appeared on

the floor with a formal call for a caucus
of House Democrats on the Tariff bill
at 10 o'clock Monday morning. The
names of Speaker Crisp and Chairman
Wilson were among the first signed, and
the paper was signed by the memberB
regardless of faction.

It Is recalled that in his speech to the
recent caucus Speaker Crisp said that
when the matter wan resolved Into a
choice between the Senate bill or no bill
the conferrees would call upon their col-

leagues for advice.
In view of this utterance of the

Speaker, the meaning of the House cau-

cus Is erpreted to be that It Is pur-

posed to recede from the disagreements
to the Senate amendments and to pasu
the bill.

Speaker Crisp now says that the
situation 11 critical and serious enough
to need 'he wisdom of the whole party,
but he will not say that the time has
really come when the Senate bill must
Pats ot there will be no legislation.

Influential members of the House

I think that there are Democrats In both
bodies who are anxlour to defeat all tari-

ff legislation, and that If under any con-
ditions the bill should again be placed
Ir the custody of the Senate It would

, kt doubtful when It would emerge from
that body. If ever. An addition which

. Senator Hill proposed for hla resolution
providing that the bill should be

returned to the Senate In case of a
disagreement, strengthens th's Idea.

On the other hand, the ru.i.or gained
currency about the Senate early In the
day, that the Louisiana Senators had
been brought Into line sufficiently to In-
jure their standing with the body of the
Democrats in tne Senate In the present
trUis.
