"1 was only with the wounded man
for a few minutes, and was not called
for half an hour after the shooting
When 1 saw him he was perfectly ra-
tional, and knew me by my voice. I
don't think he had been drinking.

"He could not see me, as hs eyes were
closed, and he could not open them
The eyelids were bulged out nearly an
Inch, showlne that the outical otblts of
both eyeti were filled with blood

" I judged from thut and from the
Iccttlon of the bullet wound, which was
ubout an Inch from the right eve, In
the temple, that tlu bullet hud passed
through the optical cavity. The optic
ntrvea were probably destrcved.

Early Morning Fire in Myrtle
Avenue Spreads Bapidly.

Adams Street Court and Police Sta-

tion Narrowly Eacaped.

The Latter Wat Damaged to the
Extant of 6J300.

At 2.S0 o'cloct this morning a fire
broke out In the clothing establishment
or Samuel Goldstein, at 21 Mvrtle ave-
nue, Brooklyn, which destroyed nearly
$70,000 worth of stock and propertv,

James McCue, living on Myrtle ave-
nue, near Btidge street, was passing
Goldstein's place when he saw a tongue
(if flam shoot through a window on th
first floor. He ran arojnd to the Adams
street police station ind gave the alarm.

The flames extended to the tour-stor- y

flame house adjoining, occupied by Ed-

ward Zlmmerle as a delicatessen store,
and to No. 26, occupied by Myer Rick-man- 's

cigar store and F. C, Grundy's
liquor store. From No. 25 the flames shot
across ths yard. In the rear, to the
Adams Street Police Court and station-huu- s.

The patrolmen asleep in the dormitory
were turned out In double quick order,
while the flremsn drenched the outside
trimmings of the building with water.
The station-hous- e building was dam-
aged to 'ths extent of 1300.

None of the records In the police court
was destroyed, although the floors were
flooded with water.

Mr. Goldstein and his family are out
of town. The only other families In the
buildings were the Zlmmerles and the
Urundys, who live over their stores.

Joteph Small, of 320 Adams street, a
bartender In Grundy's saloon, was
awakened by the clanging of the engine
bells He aroused the Grundys and
the Zlmmerles, and they all escaped with
little trouble.

Goldstein's stock was damaged to the
extent of I4O000, and the building, owned
by (1 F, Schoenck. of Flatbush, U000.
Goldstsln la Insured for JlO.ouo Zlmmerle
who kept the delicatessen store at No
a. suffered a loss of 38 000 The building
was damaged to the extent ot S.',60V It

Myer Rickman, the clear store proprie-
tor, suffered a loss of K wo. and the
building, ownrd by the Muller estate,
was also damaged to the extent of 35 000.
