RUSH AFTER G00OS.

Bonded Warehouioa Will Bo

Rapidly Emptied Now.

$168,000 Paid in Duty on Whiskey

Alone Yesterday.

Tariff Legislation Hns Spurred Im-

porters Into Speedy Action.

The passing of the Tariff bill has
brought a rush of business to the

which Is keeping the officials
and clerks there on the Jump, and for
the next four weeks all the Government
employees expect to work early and
late

"Ilusluess has been at a standstill for
so man) months," said one of the cus-

toms oftlcers this morning, "that mer-

chants thiough luck of cash and cus-

tomers for their goods have allowed all
their importations to go into the bonded
warehouses until the latter are so
crammed with goods that their walls
are almost bulging.

"Kor months goods have only been
withdrawn on a system,
and the accumulation Is y greater
than has ever been known In the history
of this port."

In the warehouse division of the
every employee Is burled In

work. Deputy Collector Duryca. who Is
in charge of this division, was found at
hi deBk, coat off, and signing permits
as fast ns he could write. To an "Even-
ing World" reporter he found time to
suy:

"The rush to withdraw goods has be-

gun. We have In this district, which
Includes New York, Jersey City and
Iliooklyn, about 12 bonded warehouses
and any number of free warehouses, the
latter being generally used for the
storage of sugar. In ihe bonded ware-
houses y there are a million and a
half package of goods of all descrip-
tions.

"On the Jst of July the records showed
that we had In bonded warehouses
700,150 proof gallons of whiskey. Yester-
day the amount of duty paid Into the
cashiers oftlro on whiskey withdrawals
alone was S16S0Q0, the largest amount of
duty, I believe, ever recelvsd here in
one day for withdrawals of whiskey.

"Then there la a great quantity of to-

bacco In storage, but as the pew Tariff
all Is more favorable to tobacco In the

way of duty than the present one, 1

Imagine that the owners will let all they
can remain In bond until the new law
goes Into effect."

From another source It was learned
that, as near as can be estimated, the
Government would receive In duty about
$30,000,000 If all the goods now In bonded
warehouses at this port were withdrawn
under the present Tariff law.

Regarding the various reports about
the great amount of sugar Btored here,
a prominent sugar Importer and broker
who was at the Custom-Hous- e this
morning, said that the truth of the mat-
ter Is that there Is not as much raw su-
gar at this port y as has been
stored here at times past.

It Is thought
that merchandise- now In bond on which
the duty will be lowered by the new
measure will be allowed to remain there
to benefit bv tho reduction In duty.

There will b heavy withdrawals of
champagnes and w Inert of all kinds, the
ctistomi officers say, but as yet the
btislnees has not begun to any great ex-
tent. This morning the Appraiser's of-
fice and the Cuitom-Hous- e was filled
with brokers and representatives of big
dry-goo- Importing houses, arranging
for the taking out of goods from bond.

The brokers are happy, for they see
plenty of business nnd money to be
made after many, many months of dull
times.

RIGHTS OF STRIKERS.

Crowds of Tailors Hear Arguments
in the Injuiotion Case,

Lavvyar Stscksr Submits Mora Than

100 Affidavits.

No Intimidation, but Quiet, Peace-
ful Protest.

Supreme Court, Chambers, was crowded
to-d- with merchant tailors, members
of the Journeyman Tailors' Union and
people Interested In labor matters when
Judge Beach heard arguments upon the
motion made by counsel for John Pat-
terson & Co. and other merchant tailor-
ing firms to make permanent the tem-
porary Injunction Issued b Judge Dugro,
of the Superior Court, last week restrain-
ing the members of the Union from even
going In the vicinity o fine stores of the
plaintiffs.

It Is doubtful if such a sweeping In-

junction was ever before Issued by a
court In a labor controversy, und the
Interest taken In the matter by those
Interested In labor matters was evident
from the large attendance

Lawyer Hastings, of Hastings & trea-
son, counsel for the merchant tailors,
opened the argument. His statements
were much the same as those on which
Judge Dugro granted the temporary In-

junction. He claimed that the members
of tha Union had entered Into a con-

spiracy to Injure the business of the
firms, who were the plaintiffs In the ac-

tion and who embraced nearly all the
tailors on Fifth avenue and the Imme-

diate neighborhood between Twentieth
and Thirtieth streets.

He alleged that the Union had es-

tablished pickets, which he described as
a "standing army." who went on duty
as early as & o'clock In the morning,
for the put pose of hindering and inter-
fering with the business of the plaintiffs
and intimidating tailors not members
of the Union from working for plaint-
iffs.

He also charged that the members of
the Union had violated the law by pub-
lishing In the newspapers and In cir-
culars requests to other tailors not to
work for the plaintiffs.

Lawyer Charles Sleekier, of the Pu-
litzer Building, replied. He agreed with
Mr. Hastings that It was a matter of re-
gret that most of the Supreme Couit
Justices were out of town when the ap-
plication for the temporary Injunction
was made, so that the matter was taken
to the Superior Court.

"1 do not believe," said Mr. Steckler,
"that there Is a Justice of the Supreme
Court who would have granted thetemporary Injunction."

"Here are J.600 men," continued Mr.
Steckler, "who are actually restrained
from walking along certain streets of
this city, simply on general allegations
that are based, not on octula Knowl-
edge, but on Information and belief.

"The allegations against these men
do not contain a statement of a single
specific overt act the name of a sin-
gle man who was intimidated to quit
work, or the name of a single man as-
saulted. The affidavits of all the plain-
tiffs arc the same, except the name of
the maker, and are simply a lot of gen-
eral charges that must have been based
on Information and belief."

Mr. Steckler denied that the unton was
for the purpose of hindering the bus-
iness of the plaintiffs. He charged that
tbe plaintiffs had entered into a con-
spiracy to break up the tailors' union,
and that the plaintiffs had bound them-
selves to pay Jl.ooo If they violated their
conspiracy agreement and paid the mem-
bers of the union the wages asked.

"This Is a case," said Mr. Steckler,
"where a body of men wdth $3,000,000
capital have banded together to deprive
these men of their rights.

"If the charges made by the plaintiffs
were true, they could proceed against
the defendants by a criminal action and
have them punished much more se-
verely than for violating an Iniunctlon
issued by a court of equity. They know
their charges are false, and for that
reason they do not go to the criminal
court,"

Mr. Steckler then called Judge Beach's
attention to the fact that he submitted,
attached to his papers, the affidavits of
more than one hundred members of the
Union denying that they had Intimidated
any men from going to work for the
plaintiffs, or that they nad assaulted
any of the men who wished to go to
work.

The makers of these affidavits ad-
mitted that they had In a peaceable and
orderly manner presented to the men
who went to work for the plaintiffs the
grievances of the members of the Union,
but denied violating any law.

Mr. Steckler also submitted about fifty
atltdavltB from men not formerly mem-
bers of the Union, who swore that they
had not been In any way intimidated by
the Union, but. after hearing tho way
the members of the Union had been
treated, had voluntarily quit working
for the plaintiffs and Joined the Union.

Affidavits were also Introduced bv Mr.
Stickler to show that certain of the
plaintiffs had offered work to the mem-
bers of the union, at the old rate, pro-
vided they would resign from the or-
ganization, and had said that the mer-
chant tailors were determined to breakup the union.

At the conclusion of Mr. Steckler'sargument, Lawyer Hastings asked that
he be furnished with copies of the aff-
idavits submitted by Mr. Sleekier, and
be given three or four days to answer
them.

Judge Beach denied the application, and
told Mr. Hastings that If he had any
answering affidavits to tile he could do
so Judge Beach then took thepapers and reserved decision.
