The narrow escape from destruction
of the llshlnu Hteumer James U, ricliuj-lc- r

and the 3u) iiaeBengere cfii bourd
yesterday, while oft Sandy Hook, b)
tho explosion of a projectile llred by the
Sandy Hook Kunners, Iiuh aroused the
olloU and commanders of vessels that
pl) about the harbor of New York.

Title lu tho second narrow escape re-

ported from thu same source within a
mouth, and several other canes have
been mentioned since the experimenting
befan. In no other case, honever, has
theie been euch a narrow escape from
a t;rc'Jt los of life,

"Accoi'dliiL" to the report of Capt. Han-co-

less than llfty feet separated the
puneengers from certain death.

The vessel, with SOD anglers aboard,
had been out to the fishing banks, and
was about half way between the Hook
and the Naveslnk Highlands when the
shell exploded. Not another vessel of
any kind wus In sluht, so that had the
projectile struck the eteamer all on
board would probubly lme been lost,

Capt. lluntOK sas that from the deck
of the vessel they heard the Bounds of
the tiring, but no one dreamed of dan-
ger, tiuddenly a heavy projectile
dropped Into the water titty feet away
In a straight line from the side. At the
sume Instant It exploded.

When the real nature of the danger
was discovered the passengers became
calmer, and all steam was crowded on
In order to get as far away from such
reckless murksmen as possible,

Capt. Hancox sent a formal complaint
to the Ordnance Department. If this
la not heeded. It Is said, the pilots and
captains Hill get together and Issue a
stroneer protest to m higher authority.

Just as soon as Capt. Hancox, who
Is more than eighty-on- e years old,
reached his home he wrote and forward-
ed the following letter.
